The strength in our numbers will bring a more powerful voice to our legislators, local, state and national. Representatives David D. Russell Jr, Irving “Irv” Slosberg introduced HB 909 in the House and State Senator Nancy Argenziano introduced SB 2072 in the Senate are the vehicles that our opposition is using to make their attempt this session. Our opponents took the battle to a new level when the bill sponsors held a press conference at the Capitol. They trotted out the same old lines of their efforts being consumer friendly and that the law has cost Florida consumers over $748 million dollars a year. Where that number came from is a mystery. 

If Representatives David D. Russell Jr, Irving “Irv” Slosberg and State Senator Nancy Argenziano are really interested in lowering the cost of gasoline; sponsor legislation to create competition at the wholesale level. ‘Divorcement and Open Supply’ legislation will lower gasoline prices with competition. Independent gasoline stations are captive buyers of the oil companies with high wholesale gasoline prices while Costco, Sam’s Club, Wal-Mart etc. buy wholesale gasoline on the open market. Gasoline prices are up in the anticipation of increase summer driving. 
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Copy of letter sent to the Governmental Operations Committee in the Florida House.
Without the Florida's Motor Fuel Marketing Practices Act, Florida consumers will lose. This also means the end of competition that has consistently kept Florida’s ranking one of the lowest in the nation on pretax gasoline prices, according to the U.S. Department of Energy’s ranking of states of motor fuel prices. Our members are small business retailers who will be incapable of surviving competition through predatory pricing practices. HB 909 was introduced Jan. 27 by David D. Russell Jr. District 44 Brooksville and Irving “Irv” Slosberg District 90 Boca Raton in the Florida House of Representatives. Please vote against HB 909.  

The MFMPA does not increase gasoline prices.  It does, however, prohibit refiners and retailers from selling gasoline at a retail outlet below cost, where the effect is to injure competition.  It is important to note that the law does not discourage competitive discount prices.  On the contrary, it makes it illegal to sell gasoline below wholesale cost with the intent of driving out competition.  In addition, once thousands of independent gasoline retail dealers/owners, including jobbers who are small businesses and whose families and employees depend on their survival are eliminated, they are gone forever. The importance of this legislation has not changed since it was passed without a single negative vote in 1984.

Independent gasoline stations support local programs, charities and spend their money in Florida, where as the large corporations money leaves Florida. 
A similar letter was also sent to the Transportation Committee in the Florida Senate to oppose SB 2072.   

Big Oil Goes Back Before Congress 
Washington -- U.S. oil company executives went to Capitol Hill on Tuesday to explain their companies‘ billions in record profits that have sparked public outrage and to answer concerns about what they plan to do to ease high gasoline costs for consumers, reported Massachusetts’ Brockton News. 
The Senate Judiciary Committee held a hearing on the effects that mergers of oil and natural gas companies have had on energy supplies and related prices, reported the newspaper.
Executives from oil giants Exxon Mobil Corp., Chevron Corp., ConocoPhillips, the U.S. units of BP plc and Royal Dutch Shell plc and major oil refiner Valero Energy Corp. will testify. 
Sen. Arlen Specter, the Republican chairman of the Judiciary Committee, is using the hearing to focus on his proposed legislation that would give the government more power to stop oil and natural gas company mergers if such deals reduced available energy supplies and raised prices, according to the report. 
Under the bill, the government could go after companies that purposely withhold energy supplies from the market to make a bigger profit. 
The legislation would also permit the government to take legal action against the Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries, or OPEC, for restricting oil supplies and fixing prices, according to the report.
The oil company executives told lawmakers that if they want lower energy prices, they need to open restricted U.S. federal lands and offshore waters to more oil and natural gas drilling. 
Shell Oil Co. president John Hofmeister said in the report the restricted federal areas hold more than 100 billion barrels of oil and 635 trillion cubic feet of natural gas. 
"If Congress wants to address supply and help consumers, provide a way to tap these resources," he said in written testimony

Gasoline rises
Crude-oil prices for Feb. averaged $62.02 bbl and March average to 3-29 is $62.76 according to NYMEX, but wholesale gasoline from 2-15-06 to 3-31-06 rose over 55 cents a gallon in the same period because of possible refinery problems in the United States; and a widely anticipated forecast, meanwhile, predicted that pricey crude would cut world demand growth this year. The oil industry is the only industry where rumours, negative Middle Eastern news etc. spikes up gasoline prices and where is the outrage from the public to their elected officials?
The consumers are the ones who can lower the gasoline prices by reducing their driving and take public transportation where possible and send a message to the oil companies’ and OPEC. 
The need for independence from foreign oil
With the situation in the Middle East, the U.S. can not depend on imported crude oil as our main source of energy. The latest attack on Saudi Arabia oil terminals which caused the spike in crude oil prices is all the more reason we need alterative energy. The unrest and disruption in the supply chain is unpredictable while the cost and supply of gasoline is at their mercy.
Falling Prices Benefit Retailers?
In the beginning of the year an article about gas station owners in many parts of the country were buying fuel at some of the lowest prices they've seen in a year, yet rather than passing all the savings along at the pump, they are padding their bottom lines.
What angers me is how the news comes out as if the independent gasoline retailer is making a killing selling gasoline. 
Independent retailers are struggling while the major oil companies are making record profits; ExxonMobil’s record net profit for 2004 & 2005 was a staggering $61 billion from revenue of almost $660 billion.

Many gas stations have gone out of business in recent years. Rising credit-card transaction fees chip away at profits per gallon, and competition has intensified as discounters like Wal-Mart Stores Inc. and Costco Wholesale Corp. who can buy wholesale gasoline on the open market while the independent gasoline retailers are captive buyers of the oil companies and pay a much higher wholesale gasoline price and are subsidizing the Wal-Mart, Costco Wholesale Corp., Sam’s Club, BJ’s, etc. wholesale gas prices and selling gasoline as a way to lure customers into their stores. If the independents can also buy gasoline on the open market, there would be competition from thousands of retailers instead of a few and the consumer would benefit with lower prices.
Gasoline stations are trying to recoup the many times they did not pass on the increases and added expenses. I hope that the independent gasoline retailer’s real story is told.

Minnesota To Fine Below-Cost Gas Stations 
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ST. Paul, Minn. -- The Minnesota Department of Commerce plans to fine a gas station chain for repeatedly selling gas below the state's legal minimum price, the agency announced. 
The Associated Press reports that the $140,000 fine against Midwest Oil of Minnesota is twice as large as any imposed on a company since 2001, when the state established a formula based on wholesale prices, fees and taxes to determine a daily floor for gas prices. 
Minnesota's price law was intended to prevent large oil companies from driving smaller competitors out of business, but some critics argue it fails to protect consumers. 
According to the Commerce Department, Midwest-owned stations in Anoka, Oakdale and Albert Lea sold gas below the minimum price on 293 days in 2005. 
The company has 30 days to contest the fine by requesting a hearing. Midwest officials contacted by AP couldn't be reached for comment. 
In previous cases, companies were fined anywhere from $500 to $70,000 for selling gas too cheaply. And in those cases, the companies and the agency generally had agreed on the amount of the penalty. 
Midwest Oil had not cooperated with the agency on a penalty, the AP reported, and was accused by the agency of using several delaying tactics before the matter could be resolved.
The same critics don’t take into consideration that law also provides protection for small business against predatory pricing.

Complaints against big oil and Hypermarketers in violation of state statute (Below Cost)

I’ve been asked by a government agency and others why independent gasoline stations don’t file complaints against retail gasoline stations in violation of the Motor Fuel Marketing Practices Act (MFMPA). 

First, the complaint forms are time consuming with cumbersome surveys and paper work. Retaliation is another and there are many forms and tools of retaliation; zone wholesale gasoline pricing, rent, maintenance responsibility, longer time for credit card sales credit or payment to name a few. Maryland has a simple form, one page of who the complaint is against and who filed the complaint.
Most of the independents have their life savings invested plus debts in their gasoline stations and are incapable of surviving competition through violation of MFMPA predatory pricing practices.
It’s hard to prove retaliation and the cost is very expensive to litigate. Many independent gasoline stations went out of business because of retaliation.

On many occasions I tried to convince independent gasoline station owners to file a complaint against anyone who he/she thinks is violating the MFMPA.       

The end of a long lawsuit!
High Court Clears Chevron, Shell On Antitrust Charges 
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Washington -- The U.S. Supreme Court threw out a lawsuit that accused the former ChevronTexaco Corp. and Shell Oil Co. of inflating gas prices by at least $1 billion, reported the Associated Press. Justices unanimously said gas distributors did not prove that the oil companies violated antitrust laws in the joint venture, which ended four years ago. 
Justice Clarence Thomas, writing for the court, said the companies had a legal partnership. “The pricing decisions of a legitimate joint venture do not fall within the narrow category of activity that is per se unlawful under federal law,” Thomas said in the report. 
At the time of the deal in 1998, ChevronTexaco was still operating as Texaco. The company joined with Shell to form enterprises to handle refining and marketing of their gasoline, AP reported.
Gas distributors filed a class-action lawsuit in California, alleging that Texaco and Shell had used the partnership to fix gas prices in violation of antitrust provisions of the Sherman Act. 
A ruling in favor of the gas distributors would have had broad implications for business mergers beyond the oil industry, according to the report. 
The case was argued at the court in January and justices signaled then that they were not concerned that the giant gas companies went too far. Chief Justice John Roberts told AP that joint ventures must price their products and it shouldn't matter whether they are sold as a new brand or under the Shell and Texaco labels. 
A trial court judge dismissed the lawsuit against the oil companies but the San Francisco-based 9th Circuit U.S. Court of Appeals ruled there was evidence that the ventures had improperly restrained trade. However, the high court erased that decision. 

Gulf of Mexico oil and gas exploration drilling gains steam

Washington -- A plan to drill for oil and gas 100 miles from Florida's coast picked up momentum in the Senate.
The 16-5 vote by the Senate Energy Committee would open up more than 3 million acres to oil and gas drilling in the Gulf

The action fueled a growing debate between proponents of finding new energy resources and those concerned about the possible environmental damage it could cause along Florida's coastline.
Numerous lawmakers want to expand energy exploration in the Gulf of Mexico near Florida, along the Atlantic Coast and other areas. And even if Congress doesn't act, the Bush administration is moving to open the area south of Florida's Panhandle.
The measure would open up drilling leases in 3.6 million acres in a tract dubbed Lease Sale 181, which lies 100 miles south of the Panhandle.
But the bill that passed had strong support, including from some Democrats, and is sponsored by Senate Energy Chairman Pete Domenici, R-N.M.
"Frankly, I do believe 100 miles from the shore, most minds would look at that and analyze it and say the risk to Florida is so minimal as compared with the benefits to the people," Domenici said.
The House is expected to take up the issue this spring, though proposals there cover areas beyond just the Gulf of Mexico.

Ethanol Responsibility Falls on States
Columbus, OH -- While the federal government focuses on research and development, the states are taking on the responsibility of supporting the U.S. ethanol market, reports the Columbus Dispatch. 

The newspaper writes that ethanol production, which has grown to more than 4 billion gallons a year, has its “detractors.” For example, U.S. oil companies say ethanol is too expensive to produce and gets poor mileage, which simultaneously leads to “a disconnect” between “increased supply and heightened demand that makes it hard to find ethanol at the pump.”

Former U.S. Sen. Tom Daschle (D-South Dakota), a consultant for the Governors’ Ethanol Coalition, told the newspaper swift action by the states is necessary if ethanol is going to be “more than a passing fad during spikes in oil prices.” 

“The real laboratories for all this are going to be the states,” Daschle said. 

U.S. oil companies, however, are “reluctant to invest heavily” in ethanol production. The newspaper writes that 600 of the nation’s 180,000 service stations offer the E85 ethanol blend, but “rarely at pumps with major fuel brands.” 

States such as Iowa have tried to encourage the use of E85 by reducing the gasoline tax on the blended fuel by 3.7 cents a gallon, as well as offering to share the costs associated with converting station equipment. Even with such incentives, it’s not translating into more E85 production. 

Jennifer Mullin, spokeswoman for Gov. Tom Vilsack, said, “We want people to buy vehicles that use E85, but there’s not a station to buy it near Des Moines.”

In Michigan: House passes bills with incentives for alternative fuels

Gas stations would get tax incentives to supply alternative fuels with higher ethanol and biodiesel content under legislation passed March 16 by the House of the Michigan Legislature, the Associated Press reported.
The bills are an attempt to reduce dependence on imported oil and to develop new markets for some Michigan agricultural products used to help make the alternative fuels. Some supporters say the legislation also could help the state's auto industry by encouraging the development of vehicles that run on alternative fuels.
Suppliers of the fuels could claim deductions from the motor fuel tax, potentially passing the savings on to motorists.
The House passed several bills related to the effort and the legislation now goes to the Senate for its consideration.
"With agriculture and manufacturing, this package links up two of Michigan's largest industries," said Rep. Neal Nitz, one of the sponsors of the legislation. Ethanol is a clean-burning fuel made primarily from corn. Biodiesel is a clean fuel made from renewable sources such as soybean oil.
One bill gives incentives for gasoline that is at least 70 percent ethanol or diesel fuel that is at least 5 percent biodiesel.
Suppliers could claim deductions to reduce the motor fuel tax they pay to 12 cents per gallon on those fuels. The bill was changed this week from the original version which called for posting a lower tax on fuel that contained at least 85 percent ethanol or 5 percent biodiesel.
Another bill would give gas stations grants to cover part of the costs of adding ethanol or biodiesel pumps. Another would expand Michigan's renaissance zones to cover the manufacturing of alternative energy fuels. Most of the bills passed unanimously, but a few drew scattered opposition.
The bill to make grants available to gas stations to add ethanol and biodiesel delivery systems, for example, passed by a 97-6 vote.

Support H.R. 3780

Rep. Mike Thompson has re-introduced the Wholesale Motor Fuel Fairness and Competition Restoration Act, H.R. 3780 in the 109th Congress with the help of consumer outrage in the aftermath of the hurricane related run-up in gasoline prices. This bill would make it much more difficult for suppliers to engage in practices such as zone-pricing, redlining, discriminatory wholesale fuel pricing and a complex system of cost allocations used to hide factors on which wholesale costs are based and published. The primary anti-discriminatory mechanism in the bill would require that the price charged by a supplier at a terminal is the same, regardless of who is making the wholesale purchase. It also calls for the Federal Trade Commission to issue regulations for full disclosure by refiners and distributors of their wholesale motor fuel pricing policies, with a separate listing of each component contributing to prices.

Oil Trades Near a Six-Week High as U.S. Gasoline Demand Rises 

Oil traded near a six-week high in New York (3-30-06 $67.15) on concern rising demand for gasoline and extended refinery maintenance in the U.S. may erode supplies before the summer driving season. 

Gasoline demand the past four weeks is up from a year earlier, the U.S. Energy Department said March 22. U.S. refineries are undergoing an extended maintenance period in order to produce gasoline by May that can be blended with ethanol, rather than another fuel additive that has polluted groundwater. 
 If only the oil companies would take steps to mitigate future disruptions (hurricanes, filling storage tanks, build more refineries, refinery maintenance to name a few) there may be fewer gasoline shortages. A new refinery has not been built in the United States since 1976.

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IRS Provides Education on Bank Secrecy Act Requirements

Bank Secrecy Act Specialists within the Small Business and Self-Employed Division of the Internal Revenue Service provide education about Bank Secrecy Act reporting and recordkeeping requirements to money services businesses (MSBs), which include many gas retailers.  Gas retailers who offer money  services, such as check cashing, money orders, and wire transfers, may be defined as an MSB under the Bank Secrecy Act and are subject to the reporting and recordkeeping requirements.

Congress passed the BSA in 1970 as the first laws to fight money laundering in the United States. The BSA requires businesses, including MSBs, to keep records and file reports that are determined to have a high degree of usefulness in criminal, tax, and regulatory matters.  The documents filed by businesses under the BSA requirements are heavily used by law enforcement agencies, both domestic and international to identify, detect and deter money laundering whether it is in furtherance of a criminal enterprise, terrorism, tax evasion or other unlawful activity.

Definition of an MSB

MSBs include any person conducting business of more than $1,000 with the same person on the same day in any one of the following activities: currency dealing or exchange; check cashing; issuing, selling or redeeming traveler’s checks, money orders or stored value; or, provides money transfer services in any amount.  

Registration Requirement

Each business that meets the definition of an MSB must register with the Department of the Treasury, except for the following: 
 (1) A business that is an MSB solely because it serves as an agent of another MSB;
 (2) A business that is an MSB solely as an issuer, seller, or redeemer of stored value;
 (3) The U.S. Postal Service and agencies of the U.S, or any State, or of any political subdivision of any State;
 (4) A branch office of an MSB.  
MSBs register by using FinCEN Form 107, Registration of Money Services Business.  

Other MSB Reporting Requirements

MSBs, except for check cashers and issuers, sellers, or redeemers of stored value, are required to file Suspicious Activity Reports (TD F 90-22.56).   All MSBs are required to have anti-money laundering compliance programs and to file Currency Transaction Reports (FinCEN Form 104) to report cash transactions of more than $10,000.
