Below Cost Update
I would like to thank everyone who took the time to contact their elected officials to oppose HB 909 and SB 2072. Hearing from you was a very strong voice to our State Representatives and Senators. 

I also want to take this opportunity to thank Jim Smith CEO of the Florida Petroleum Marketers Association for all his help.
We have to be ready for the challenge to repeal MFMPA every year. Gasoline Retailers Association of Florida will monitor the legislature for any attempt to repeal the MFMPA (Below Cost) and keep you informed.
As of press time the final hammer hasn’t dropped  on  the Below Cost bill. I will follow up with a result as soon as we know.
Gasoline Price Spikes are back!

From March 30th to April 24th the wholesale gasoline price spiked approximately 30 cents a gallon and from February 15th to April 24th approximately 80 cents a gallon. As long as there isn’t any competition at the wholesale level outrageous gasoline prices will continue to rise and closing in on $3 gallon retail. EIA shows national average price is now at $2.91 per gallon as of April 24th while many parts of Florida and the Nation already are over $3 a gallon. 
Increases of crude oil in the period (2-15 to 4-24 increased approximately $19 per barrel) does not correlate to approximately 80 cents a gallon wholesale increase. For every $1 increase in crude oil price equates out to 3 cents a gallon gasoline increase. 
The consumer has to get involved and contact their elected officials and complain what I have said many times over. Buying smaller cars and limiting social travel are a couple of ways to conserve. The summer driving season is almost here and experts are putting their money on increase consumption of gasoline. The consumer must prove them wrong and prices will come down.  
The oil companies use the price of crude oil to increase wholesale gasoline prices and even higher on rumors, innuendoes, negative news, good ole Corporate Greed and an orgy of speculation. With no plans to build new refineries to compensate for refinery maintenance down time and prepare for disruptions as gasoline prices continue to rise. The Oil Companies have been in business for over 100 years and you think they would have plans and take steps to compensate for any interruptions?

New York – On April 22nd crude oil closed at $75.17 per barrel on the New York Mercantile Exchange (Nymex). The latest national average released by EIA shows prices are now at $2.91 per gallon as of April 24th. 
No Shortage Ethanol officials say they're not responsible for surging gas prices

Oil refiners say don't blame them for higher gasoline prices this summer. They blame ethanol producers. 
Oil refiners are voluntarily removing the additive MTBE from their gasoline. It has been linked to groundwater pollution. They want to replace MTBE with ethanol, and Kansas ethanol producers say there's plenty available for the transition. 

But the U.S. Department of Energy told a U.S. Senate committee last week that there isn't enough ethanol to replace the MTBE. That could lead to a smaller supply of gasoline, they say, and higher prices at the pumps. 

Kansas producers, state ethanol officials and the president of a national organization all say the DOE forecast of an ethanol shortage is wrong. They call the government's claim "disingenuous" and say their industry will be able to meet peaking demand for the changeover. 

The Oil Companies never take responsibility for high gasoline prices; only make record profits month after month, quarter after quarter and year after year and replacing MTBE with ethanol is very difficult for them??
The consumer needs to conserve and complain to their elected officials.   

"In the meantime, you as a consumer have three options," said Robert Ebel, director of the energy program at the Center for Strategic and International Studies in Washington.  "You have car keys, light switches and a thermostat. Use them judiciously."
Gasoline price investigation 

Congress leaders are asking the Justice Department and the FTC to investigate refinery operations; fuel transportation through the pipelines, marine vessels and trucks; storing and marketing; and gasoline outages to determine whether “there is any manipulation of gasoline prices.” They wrote that “sweeps” of retail distribution centers should be conducted to determine whether retail pricing is in response to changes in market conditions and not “price gouging.” 

Asking the FTC to investigate the major oil companies is like having the fox guard the hen house. In previous investigations by the FTC has never found the oil companies guilty of any wrong doing? Five top Major oil companies reported $111 billion net profit last year (ExxonMobil, BP, Shell, Chevron and ConncoPhillips)!
To little to late

The federal government has finally made recommendations to stem the high gasoline prices. These recommendations should have been in effect last year. It’s like putting the tooth paste back into the tube once it’s squeezed out.

The consumer can bring gasoline prices down by conserving gasoline this summer driving season. The experts are predicting an increase for the summer driving season with increases to over $3.00 a gallon national average.

ExxonMobil Ends Wal-Mart’s Reign as Most Powerful U.S. Corporation
New York- It’s been a good four-year run for Wal-Mart, but thanks to ExxonMobil, its tenure is officially over. 

Fortune magazine’s 2006 “Top 500” list of publicly traded companies in the United States seats ExxonMobil in the top position. According to the Associated Press, the company hasn’t been ranked number-one since 2001--a position that ExxonMobil has held interchangeably with only two other companies since the list was created in 1954: Wal-Mart and General Motors Corp. 

With $339.9 billion in revenue and profits of $36.1 billion (a 25.5 per cent increase over 2004), Exxon earned more than any U.S. company in history last year more than the profits of the next four companies on the Fortune 500 combined. Exxon's return to number one caps its emergence as not only the biggest but also the most powerful U.S. Corporation by just about any measure. 

Meanwhile, other oil companies moved up a few spots on the top 500 list thanks to increased revenues during 2005. Chevron climbed two spots to number four, while ConocoPhillips moved up one spot to number six.
Surprise # 2? Chevron Earnings Soar 49 Percent first quarter to $4B

Chevron Corp.'s first-quarter profit soared 49 percent to $4 billion, joining the procession of U.S. oil companies to report colossal earnings as lawmakers consider ways to pacify motorists agitated about rising gas prices. 
The San Ramon, Calif.-based company's net income, reported in the same January-March period last year. 
Revenue totaled $54.6 billion, a 31 percent increase from $41.6 billion last year. 
If not for continuing production problems caused by Hurricanes Katrina and Rita last summer, Chevron said it would have made an additional $300 million an amount that would have generated the highest quarterly profit in the company's 127-year history.
As it was, the performance marked the fourth consecutive quarter that Chevron has earned at least $3.6 billion as the company continued to capitalize on oil prices that have climbed above $70 per barrel since the first quarter ended. 
Chevron released its results after two of its biggest rivals, ConocoPhillips and ExxonMobil Corp., already provoked public outrage with similarly large first-quarter profits. Combined, the three oil companies earned $15.7 billion during the three months of the year an increase of 17 percent from the year before.
$144,573 a day
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For 13 years as chairman and chief executive, Lee R. Raymond propelled Exxon, the successor to John D. Rockefeller's Standard Oil Trust, to the pinnacle of the oil world

Mr. Raymond, who retired in December, was compensated more than $686 million from 1993 to 2005, according to an analysis done for The New York Times by Brian Foley, an independent compensation consultant. That is $144,573 for each day he spent leading Exxon's "God pod," as the executive suite at the company's headquarters in Irving, Tex., is known.
Consumer groups were taken aback when they learned the details of Mr. Raymond's total compensation package, including the more than $400 million he received in his final year at the company.
Oil executives have become a lot richer from the higher gasoline prices. 
Other oil executives have also benefited from the doubling of oil prices over the last two years. Ray R. Irani, the chief executive of Occidental Petroleum, received about $63 million in total compensation last year, an increase of more than 50 percent over 2004, David J. O'Reilly, the chief executive of Chevron, received nearly $37 million in salary, bonus, stock and stock options last year. 
At BP, Lord Browne received $14.8 million in 2005, Jeroen van der Veer, the head of Royal Dutch Shell, received $4.33 million in base pay, bonus and other benefits, a 33 percent increase from the previous year, and received shares worth another $4.5 million.
Net profit for ExxonMobil last year's (2005) record-setting $36.13 billion on revenue of $371 billion.
New Exxon CEO foresees incremental refinery growth

Exxon Mobil Corp. Chairman and Chief Executive Rex Tillerson said March 21 that creeping refinery capacity expansion would keep up with growing U.S. demand for refined products without the need to build a new refinery. Experts have said, however, the planned expansions will not be enough to keep pace with demand growth, leaving the United States increasingly dependent on fuel imports. A new refinery has not been built in the United States since 1976.
Last year, President George W. Bush encouraged companies to build new oil refineries on old military bases to meet growing demand for gasoline and diesel, but so far none have planned to do so.
"We don't have any plans for a greenfield refinery in the U.S., primarily because we don't think there is a need for one," Tillerson told reporters at the National Petrochemical and Refiners Association annual meeting in Salt Lake City, Utah.
With record profits that ExxonMobil has enjoyed ($36.13 billion in 2005 and the annual revenue of $371 billion for the year 2005), no wonder Mr.Tillerson doesn’t want any new refineries built, while the consumer is at the mercy of the oil companies!
In the meantime Lee Raymond retired CEO of ExxonMobil retirement package of $405 million plus salary of $50 million for the year 2005 is outrageous while profits continue to set new records and the consumers continue to suffer. I wonder if Mr. Tillerson is working for the same retirement package?
Experts Suggest Record Gasoline Prices Won't Deter Drivers
New York – Even if retail gasoline prices surpass $3 a gallon this summer, don't expect U.S. motorists to leave their vehicles in the driveway, reports Reuters. 
"Retail gasoline prices are hurtling toward $3 a gallon on soaring crude oil prices, and costs could spike further as fuel suppliers prepare for the summer vacation season," writes the news source. However, according to industry analysts, "the American love affair with the road will likely remain intact."
"American drivers have the capacity to handle higher fuel costs," Jason Schenker, an economist at Wachovia Bank in North Carolina told Reuters, adding, "With the economy in good shape, it is tough to believe people will stop driving because of an extra 50 or 75 cents per gallon."
News like this is one of the reasons for high gasoline prices and the oil companies will push that button until the public won’t take it any more.
Drivers upset at rising gasoline prices

These prices are outrageous, these prices are killing me, and I think its price gouging are some of the frustrations the consumers are saying. Something has to be done or it is going to hurt a lot of families and two dozen others blamed the greed of executives at petroleum companies while others believe its a conspiracy. “These major oil companies have hooked their hose up to the pocketbooks of American citizens and are sucking money from ordinary Americans into the treasury of the giant oil companies," said Sen. Byron L. Dorgan (D-N.D.), a member of the Senate Committees on Commerce and Energy.  

Some believe the nation has the necessary supply (of gasoline) and can get more, but the oil companies just don’t want to and its funny that prices of gasoline always seem to go up during holidays’ so why can’t they stockpile the gasoline for these periods? More than a dozen oil refineries have been closed at a time when they are needed the most.

Only the consumer can do something and that’s conserve, conserve, conserve and complain to their elected officials.

Florida and the Nation independent gasoline retailers are at the mercy of predatory wholesale pricing by the oil companies, Hypermarketers, Big Boxers a/n/a Costco, Sam’s Club, BJ’s, Wal-Mart etc. Oil Companies are selling gasoline to the independent retailer at wholesale prices that is far above our ability to economically operate our businesses.  By applying ‘zone pricing’ to areas as small as a few blocks, they can isolate a station’s wholesale buying price and control their profits. This is especially damaging when the supplier has their own company-operated service station within the same zone. This is why Rep. Mike Thompson’s Wholesale Motor Fuel Fairness and Competition Restoration Act, H.R. 3780 is very important; the primary anti-discriminatory mechanism in the bill would require that the price charged by a supplier at a terminal is the same, regardless of who is making the wholesale purchase.
The Hypermarketers, Big Boxers a/n/a Costco, Sam’s Club, BJ’s, Wal-Mart etc. can buy wholesale gasoline on the open market as low as 20 plus cents a gallon lower than  the independents who are captive buyers of their supplier. 

Developer continues efforts to build Arizona's first refinery in 30 years
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The developer of a proposed gasoline refinery in eastern Yuma County in Arizona is continuing its push to build the first such project in the United States in about 30 years, the Associated Press reported.
The project's developer, Arizona Clean Fuels Yuma, has received cooperation from the Mexican secretary of energy on its plan to build a pipeline that would run through Baja California to the refinery.
The company also received an Environmental Protection Agency permit to build a refinery. 
But the company is still looking for investors; according to the AP. 
The company says it also is seeking a long-term crude oil supplier after the Mexican state-run Oil Company said it would be unable to enter into a long-term supply deal because of its declining reserves.
The refinery would be Arizona's first. 
Most gasoline now used in Arizona is carried by pipelines from California and Texas.
The company picked the Yuma County site after abandoning plans to get approval for a site in Maricopa County, according to the AP.

BP Puts 77 West Coast Arco Stations on the Block 
Chicago- BP West Coast Products (BP) is selling 77 ARCO stations on the West Coast. 
The locations for sale include 20 sites in Southern California, 33 in the San Francisco Bay and Sacramento/Central Valley, 10 in the Portland, Ore. area, 10 around Seattle, Wash. and 4 in Arizona. All sites are currently operating stations with convenience stores. They are being sold with 20-year am/pm franchises and fuel supply agreements from BP. 
“The ARCO and am/pm brands are market leaders up and down the West Coast,” said Hope Mineo, managing director of NRC Realty, which is handling the sale. “These are high-quality sites at premier locations within strong markets. BP, ARCO and am/pm provide great brands, along with exceptional support and resources. As such, we expect this sale to generate a high level of interest from prospective dealers and franchisees.” 
The ARCO branded network consists of both company-owned and dealer/franchisee-owned locations. BP’s approach is to continue to grow and strengthen its brands by growing and strengthening its franchise network. As a result, this provides an excellent opportunity for dealer/franchisees to own and operate an established and successful ARCO and am/pm site on their own, according to the company's press release.

Retailer Files Lawsuit Over Static Fire
Great Falls, MT – A motor fuels retailer has filed a lawsuit seeking damages caused by a static electricity-caused fire at the pump.

Last week, Town Pump of Great Falls Inc. filed a lawsuit against Misty Rae Hopkins, alleging that on February 5, 2005, she reentered her car during fueling and failed to discharge the static electricity that caused a fire at the pump, despite signs warning her to do so, reports the Great Falls Tribune.

The lawsuit states that the fire caused more than $23,000 in damages, including damage to the pump and canopy. It notes that the store posts signs warning customers that they should not return to their cars during fueling and that they should discharge static before fueling.
Hopkins’ Chevrolet Blazer was damaged by the fire, but she was unharmed.

The Petroleum Equipment Institute (PEI) remind motorists to avoid potential problems with static electricity at the gas pump by staying outside the vehicle during refueling and by following safe refueling practices. 

The group reported that while static electricity-caused fires at the pump are extremely rare, static electricity may build up when a motorist re-enters the vehicle during fueling and slides across the seat. When the motorist returns to the nozzle, the static may discharge at the fill point, potentially igniting gasoline vapors and causing a flash or a small sustained fire. 

Also Cell phones should not be used while pumping gasoline.
Ethanol May Face Summer Setbacks 
Washington -- After a spurt of good fortune, trouble may be looming for the U.S. ethanol industry, which may experience some growing pains and unwanted attention this summer.
Ethanol’s public profile rose significantly for the better last July, when Congress passed an energy bill that mandates the doubling of biofuels output by 2012. And with the imminent phase-out of a petrochemical added to gasoline to reduce tailpipe emissions, more U.S. motorists will depend on the corn-derived fuel than ever before, according to the report.
However, the ethanol industry might not be ready to satisfy the expected summertime jump in demand. And crimping the overall supply of motor fuel could contribute to a spike in gasoline prices at the start of the nation’s peak driving season.
That is the view of the Energy Department, which issued a report last month detailing the challenges Midwestern ethanol producers will have in getting their fuel to key markets along the East Coast because of railroad, trucking and other distribution bottlenecks. The report also highlighted concerns about the limited output capacity of an industry still in its infancy.
The Renewable Fuels Association, a trade group representing ethanol producers, says the industry’s challenges and their influence on gasoline prices are being overblown. The association sent an angry letter to the Energy Department, questioning the overall thoroughness of its research and accusing it of creating ‘unnecessary fears in the marketplace’. 
Some analysts say $3 a gallon is a possibility by summer?
Because ethanol makes up one-tenth of every gallon of unleaded gasoline with which it is blended, this windfall for ethanol producers ends up costing motorists an extra 5 cents per gallon at the pump.
High prices will spur more ethanol production, there are 33 new plants under construction but some minor near-term complications can be expected due to the rapid increase in demand, Bob Dinneen, president of the Renewable Fuels Association and the author of the letter sent to the Energy Department.
Dinneen said in the report the industry is taking steps to mitigate the problems, such as filling ethanol storage tanks on the East Coast before summer arrives and contracting barges that can ship ethanol down the Mississippi River and then up the Atlantic seaboard. 

Dinneen’s preparation makes a lot of sense. If only the oil companies would take steps to mitigate future disruptions (hurricanes, filling storage tanks, build more refineries, refinery maintenance to name a few). There hasn’t been refinery built in the United States since 1976.

U.S. gasoline demand is running almost 1% above year ago levels, at a record first-quarter level of near 9 million barrels a day.

IRS Provides Education on Bank Secrecy Act Requirements

[image: image11.emf]Bank Secrecy Act Specialists within the Small Business and Self-Employed Division of the Internal Revenue Service provide education about Bank Secrecy Act reporting and recordkeeping requirements to money services businesses (MSBs), which include many gas retailers.  Gas retailers who offer money  services, such as check cashing, money orders, and wire transfers, may be defined as an MSB under the Bank Secrecy Act and are subject to the reporting and recordkeeping requirements.

Congress passed the BSA in 1970 as the first laws to fight money laundering in the United States. The BSA requires businesses, including MSBs, to keep records and file reports that are determined to have a high degree of usefulness in criminal, tax, and regulatory matters.  The documents filed by businesses under the BSA requirements are heavily used by law enforcement agencies, both domestic and international to identify, detect and deter money laundering whether it is in furtherance of a criminal enterprise, terrorism, tax evasion or other unlawful activity.

Definition of an MSB

MSBs include any person conducting business of more than $1,000 with the same person on the same day in any one of the following activities: currency dealing or exchange; check cashing; issuing, selling or redeeming traveler’s checks, money orders or stored value; or, provides money transfer services in any amount.  

Registration Requirement

Each business that meets the definition of an MSB must register with the Department of the Treasury, except for the following: 
 (1) A business that is an MSB solely because it serves as an agent of another MSB;
 (2) A business that is an MSB solely as an issuer, seller, or redeemer of stored value;
 (3) The U.S. Postal Service and agencies of the U.S, or any State, or of any political subdivision of any State;
 (4) A branch office of an MSB.  
MSBs register by using FinCEN Form 107, Registration of Money Services Business.  

Other MSB Reporting Requirements

MSBs, except for check cashers and issuers, sellers, or redeemers of stored value, are required to file Suspicious Activity Reports (TD F 90-22.56).   All MSBs are required to have anti-money laundering compliance programs and to file Currency Transaction Reports (FinCEN Form 104) to report cash transactions of more than $10,000.
