A message to non members

Independent gasoline stations, owners and franchises are subject to the most ruthless competitors of any industry in the U.S. The large corporations (Oil Companies, Hypermarkets, Big Boxers etc.) are undermining the basic rule of competition in the gasoline industry. Laws are passed to provide better service and safety for the consumer. Violations of laws are running rampant by the large corporations with very little enforcement or regard for the small business owner. 

Independent gasoline stations, owners and franchises are subsidizing the large corporations by paying an unfair higher wholesale gasoline price than they do. The only answer for this unfair practice is thru legislation.

Rep. Mike Thompson (D-CA) has re-introduced the Wholesale Motor Fuel Fairness and Competition Restoration Act, H.R. 3780 in the 109th Congress with the help of consumer outrage in the aftermath of the hurricane related run-up in gasoline prices. This bill would make it much more difficult for suppliers to engage in practices such as zone-pricing, redlining, discriminatory wholesale fuel pricing and a complex system of cost allocations used to hide factors on which wholesale costs are based and published. The primary anti-discriminatory mechanism in the bill would require that the price charged by a supplier at a terminal is the same, regardless of who is making the wholesale purchase.

Example: All gasoline sold by the same oil company brand for the same wholesale gasoline delivered to all gasoline stations of the same brand should be priced the same from the same terminal. Because of Zone Pricing there are different wholesale gasoline prices that are unfair and price zones are at the discretion of the Oil Companies. 

There are many reasons why teamwork is important for the independent gasoline stations, owners and franchises. Teamwork helped defeat Wal-Mart and Murphy Oil Company that had the blessing from the Oil Companies, Hypermarkets, Big Boxers etc. to repeal Motor Fuel Marketing Practices Act of Florida (Below Cost). 

Every year it gets harder and harder, more costly and more time consuming to inform our legislators why MFMPA is good for the consumer. Because of the competition from thousands of independent gasoline stations, the retail pre-tax price of gasoline in Florida is one of the lowest in the nation according to the Energy Information Administration (EIA). Once the independent gasoline stations are gone, their gone forever and with no competition the consumer will suffer.

Oil Companies Report Record 2nd Quarters Profits
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Four major petroleum companies announced stellar second quarter 2006 results, noting that the record profits are due to higher crude oil prices.
ExxonMobil reported $10.36 billion in net income for the second quarter, an increase of $2.72 billion from the same quarter in 2005. The company also reported a first half net income of $18.76 billion, a 21 percent increase over the first half of 2005.
Shell announced record Q2 results of $7.32 billion in profit, a 40 percent increase that the company attributes to higher crude oil prices, Bloomberg News reported. Shell's profit exceeded analysts' estimates of $6.2 billion.
BP recorded $7.27 billion in net income, up 30 percent from 2005 Q2 results. Company revenue rose 24 percent to $72.4 billion for the quarter, Bloomberg reported.
ConocoPhillips also attributed its $5.19 billion in net income to the high crude prices, as well as successful acquisitions, according to Bloomberg. The company's second quarter profit leaped 65 percent resulting in another record setting quarter. 
All companies cited the inflated crude oil prices as a factor in their record earnings. 
Despite higher prices, "gasoline demand in the U.S. shows no signs of slowing," Gene Pisasale, spokesman at Mercantile Bankshares Corp. in Baltimore, told Bloomberg.
The average net profit increase for the second quarter for 2006 over 2005 for ExxonMobil, Shell, BP and ConocoPhillips was 39%. No other industry has an impact on the consumer like the gasoline industry. Using turmoil in the Middle East as an excuse to compound the increases along with national disasters, maintain tight refinery output (no refinery built in the U.S. in 30 years), refinery maintenance and after 100 years in business with no plan for interruptions while profiting at the consumers’ expense! 
I have reported many, many times how the oil companies are not prepared by design for any kind of problems in this delicate industry. With billions and billions of dollars in record net profits year after year and little money for safety and preventive strategy! 
BP Needs To Spend More On Oil Field Maintenance: Analyst
BP's closure of its Prudhoe Bay oil field in Alaska underscores the company's failure to adequately maintain and invest in its North American assets, a Morningstar analyst believes.

The shutdown will cut North Slope oil production by 400,000 barrels per day. Prudhoe Bay is the largest oil field in the U.S.

"We expect BP will need to spend more on maintenance and investment in the future," analyst Elizabeth Collins said in a research note. "And in the near term BP will suffer from the lost production at Prudhoe Bay."

In 2005, BP's share of oil production from Prudhoe Bay totaled 89,000 barrels of oil a day, or about 3.5% of BP's worldwide production of 2.6 million barrels a day.
BP recorded $7.27 billion in net profit, up 30 percent from 2005 Q2 needs to spend more on maintenance and investment in the future; and with no plan for interruptions (August 8th, BP increased wholesale gasoline price 4 cents a gallon at Port Everglades FL terminal) while profiting at the consumers’ expense! 
Who Says Crime Doesn't Pay? Big Oil's Biggest Score

Four years ago, gasoline was $1.36 a gallon on average. This past January, gasoline prices were 72 cents lower than they are today at over $3.00 per gallon. Production and refining costs since those time periods have not increased by much. Who's raking it in?

The oil-producing nations, for one, and the ExxonMobils of the world ​ the giant multinational oil companies. This Niagra of daily profits ​ ExxonMobil is making well over $1250 a second and over $110 million a day ​ does not prompt any action by our oil-marinated Congress and White House. 
ExxonMobil just reported a quarterly $10.4 billion profit, up 86 percent from last year's second quarter. A few in Congress urge an excess profits tax. It is a one-day wire service squib. Others say they want a law on price gouging. It disappears by sunset. 
The Senate Judiciary Committee passed a bill a few months ago to authorize prosecution of the oil-producing countries under the antitrust laws. Imagine, Bush suing the countries whose oil powers our cars and economy. The hapless Senate Committee, however, did not propose explicit authority to break up the oil company giants in this country under the antitrust laws. 
Look what ExxonMobil is doing with its huge profits and margins. Well it sure isn't giving its gas station owners any break. Or the poor, as Republican Senator Charles Grassley (Iowa) has urged in vain. The company isn't putting real money into alternative energy. Last year it assigned three-hundredths of 1 percent of its profits ​ $10 million ​ to renewable energy. It isn't expanding refinery capacity. A major way the oil companies keep prices spiraling and profits flowing is to maintain tight refinery output. 
Where are the excess profits going? One flow is into the huge executive salaries and retirement packages. ExxonMobil's retired CEO, Lee Raymond, got his rubber-stamp board to give him ​ one man ​ a $400 million going away package. But the big use of Exxon's profits is buying back its own stock. Check these brazen figures. In the first quarter of this year, Exxon reported spending $5 billion buying back its own shares. This is more than the $4.1 billion it said it would spend on exploration and production.

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Crude Oil is a reason for high gasoline prices?

Oil Company refiners have somehow managed to fatten their margins through years of rising crude oil costs.

Since 1999, their average margin has jumped by 85 percent, according to AP's analysis of daily data from the New York Mercantile Exchange. That margin increased by just 20 percent in the seven preceding years.

There's another way to fatten your take: Once prices are up, you can keep them there.
The AP analysis looked at weekly federal pricing data since September 1999. It found that a gallon of retail gas rose an average of 6 cents for a 10-cent rise in oil, but dropped only 4 cents for a 10-cent decline in oil suggesting that gas temporarily resisted downward shifts more strongly than oil.
Economists call the phenomenon "downward sticky" prices.
However, refining groups also suggest that gas stations may be offsetting losses they suffered earlier, when their margins were squeezed by the spiking cost of wholesale gas.

While drivers are quick to blame U.S. oil companies, the same companies are placing blame on the global oil market for high gasoline prices. But a close analysis of pricing suggests it's not so simple: The run-up at the pump also comes from domestic refining, which is largely controlled by Big Oil.
In consultation with several economists, The Associated Press examined pricing trends since 1999, which was the starting bell for the modern era of pricier gasoline. It found evidence that:

	


The portion of gas prices tied to refining has ballooned all on its own, apart from oil.
The suspicion of frustrated drivers is correct: After upward spikes, the price of gasoline drops back more slowly than the price of oil and someone pockets the difference.
In a competitive market, when raw material gets more expensive, margins typically shrink, economists say. Not so in the oil business these days. Refiners have somehow managed to fatten their margins through years of rising oil costs.

On the other hand, gas stations backed by some market studies say their skinny margins are hard to pad. Economist’s suspect it's more likely the businesses that set wholesale prices charged to gas stations; the refiners. Then who would pocket "downward sticky" profits?

The Oil Companies want to blame the gasoline retailer for high gasoline prices while their record after record profits skyrocket. Thousands of independent gasoline stations went out of business because of high wholesale gasoline prices.

Birmingham, Ala. -- A University of Alabama-Birmingham (UAB) professor is pushing for Alabama lawmakers to protect independent gas retailers and for a state-mandated Internet sales tax, said the Birmingham Business Journal. 
Robert Robicheaux, the new chairman of the UAB’s department of management, marketing and industrial distribution, recently advocated these measures at a meeting of the Birmingham chapter of the American Marketing Association, said the report.
He applauded the 1975 state law, the Alabama Motor Fuels Marketing Act. The state enacted the law to prevent big oil companies from marketing fuel below cost, only to drive independent retailers out of business before raising costs again in a January 2004 letter to the state Legislature, the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) criticized the law, stating it prevents retailers from cutting fuel prices and possibly could harm consumers. 
But without the law, Robicheaux said, independent retailers would become extinct. “If we eliminate the independent retailers, gas prices will skyrocket,” he said.
More than $1 trillion worth of mergers since 1984 has left five oil companies, Exxon Mobil Corp., ChevronTexaco Corp., ConocoPhillips, BP PLC and Royal Dutch Petroleum (Shell) with a majority control of the U.S. gasoline market.
Prices at the pump have soared because of the “Big 5’s” pricesetting practices, not because of crude oil production levels set by the Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC), said Robicheaux.
Thin profits are forcing Alabama’s independent gas retailers to close their doors, Robicheaux said. “We’ve seen a demise of the service station, and they are on their way out,” he said. Light-vehicle maintenance, like brake repair and oil change, was once the bread-and-butter of service stations. 
Independents also have lost a foothold in the convenience store market; since big-box retailers such as Wal-Mart and Costco began selling gasoline in Alabama said the report.

Professor Robert Robicheaux has predicted exactly what is happening today; skyrocketing gasoline prices with no end in sight. Also has produced record profits for the BIG FIVE.
Gasoline Price War in New Mexico 
Clovis, N.M. -- Independent gasoline retailers selling gasoline all over the United States continue to struggle with gasoline margins and competitive pricing issues, Town and Country Food Stores and Allsups Convenience Stores took the pricing war to a new lower level at two stores in Clovis, New Mexico. 
And so the battle began! Each time a price was lowered, it was matched by the other store, until Allsups lowered its price to 49 cents a gallon and finally Town and Country stopped at 99 cents and then it bounced back up a bit, and finally the fire marshal came around and put an end to it."
The lower pricing attracted people from all over, many Texas residents crossed the border to take advantage of the prices. Lines were going as much as a mile in length up and down the street. Some people stayed in line for 30 minutes and up to an hour and a half.
The fire marshal informed the companies they were violating a number of codes with the lines, and finally put an end to the several weeks of war.  
Overall, the low pricing did not hurt the company or the store, Town and Country Food Stores' director of communication Dan McCurdy said, since they only make about five cents a gallon otherwise. But, "it was a frustrating thing for us," he noted. In order to maintain our image of being competitive, we looked at it as an investment. Of course, it was painful investment a little pain at the pump but it was just one store," he said.

There are some idiots in the gasoline industry, but these two tops them all. The big problem with gasoline price wars is that nobody wins.
State of Emergency

An Executive Order 2-200 signed by Governor Bush August 27, 2006 due to the imminent landfall of Tropical Storm/Hurricane Ernesto in Florida.
What that means is that the sixty-day length required for a “State of Emergency” begins as of August 27, 2006. You will be under price gouging guidelines for the next sixty days until at least October 26th, 2006. 

As I have mentioned on many occasions it is absolutely imperative that you maintain accurate records and have them available to respond to inquiries that will no doubt be made in advance of possible subpoenas. Those records should extend back to 30 days prior to the original declaration. I have no doubt that the media will monitor the price of gasoline. As such elected officials will feel “compelled” to respond to consumer complaints in a very vigorous as well as public manner. Comply with any requests you may receive.

The law requires you to maintain the same margin of profit for each grade of gasoline whether prices go up or down. The ‘State of Emergency’ will end on October 26th, 2006 unless the Governor extends the ‘State of Emergency’ with a new Executive Order.

Reduced Margins Prompt Changes 
Sanfrancisco and Fredericksburg, Va.
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The price of gasoline is as volatile as the product itself. With prices rising, falling and rising higher again, one chain seeing smaller margins found a way to adapt. 
Road Ranger's move to unbranded fuel from Citgo was sparked by marketing decisions. 
The change to unbranded goes against the current trends in gasoline, as branded fuels can be cheaper than unbranded by two to 10 cents, said Jeff Lenard, spokesman for NACS told the newspaper. 
But there are other problems facing the unbranded fuel retailers. 
"If you're small and you are unbranded and you have no contract, your chances of surviving in this market environment are next to nothing," said Godwin M. Agbara, who led the Government Accountability Office's (GAO) report on the effects of mergers on the petroleum industry. "Supply will be hard to get."
According to the GAO, big box retailers are replacing unbranded stations in the cheap gas market. Refiners would prefer larger independent distributors and retailers because it results in fewer transactions and less credit risk.
But even branded stations are feeling gasoline's pinch. William Eubank was forced to sell his Fredericksburg, VA. BP station because it's hard to make a living just selling gas, he told the Free Lance-Star. 
The station is one of 4,700 in the state of Virginia, down from more than 6,000 stations a decade ago, according to Mike O'Connor, president of the Virginia Petroleum, Convenience and Grocery Association. Those that do not fold and become vacant are sold to competitors or others in the industry, he continued.

IRS Provides Education on Bank Secrecy Act Requirements
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Bank Secrecy Act Specialists within the Small Business and Self-Employed Division of the Internal Revenue Service provide education about Bank Secrecy Act reporting and recordkeeping requirements to money services businesses (MSBs), which include many gas retailers.  Gas retailers who offer money  services, such as check cashing, money orders, and wire transfers, may be defined as an MSB under the Bank Secrecy Act and are subject to the reporting and recordkeeping requirements.

Congress passed the BSA in 1970 as the first laws to fight money laundering in the United States. The BSA requires businesses, including MSBs, to keep records and file reports that are determined to have a high degree of usefulness in criminal, tax, and regulatory matters.  The documents filed by businesses under the BSA requirements are heavily used by law enforcement agencies, both domestic and international to identify, detect and deter money laundering whether it is in furtherance of a criminal enterprise, terrorism, tax evasion or other unlawful activity.

Definition of an MSB

MSBs include any person conducting business of more than $1,000 with the same person on the same day in any one of the following activities: currency dealing or exchange; check cashing; issuing, selling or redeeming traveler’s checks, money orders or stored value; or, provides money transfer services in any amount.  

Registration Requirement

Each business that meets the definition of an MSB must register with the Department of the Treasury, except for the following: 
 (1) A business that is an MSB solely because it serves as an agent of another MSB;
 (2) A business that is an MSB solely as an issuer, seller, or redeemer of stored value;
 (3) The U.S. Postal Service and agencies of the U.S, or any State, or of any political subdivision of any State;
 (4) A branch office of an MSB.  
MSBs register by using FinCEN Form 107, Registration of Money Services Business.  

Other MSB Reporting Requirements

MSBs, except for check cashers and issuers, sellers, or redeemers of stored value, are required to file Suspicious Activity Reports (TD F 90-22.56).   All MSBs are required to have anti-money laundering compliance programs and to file Currency Transaction Reports (FinCEN Form 104) to report cash transactions of more than $10,000.
