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Surprise? ExxonMobil Posts 2nd Biggest Quarterly Profit
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 It's the 800-pound gorilla of Big Oil: ExxonMobil. Crude prices may have come down in the third quarter, but ExxonMobil managed to increase profit 5.7%, to $10.49 billion. That's the second-biggest quarterly profit ever for a publicly traded American company. 

The largest quarterly profit ever was ExxonMobil's $10.71 billion profit in the fourth quarter of 2005. 

The report comes as high crude prices this year have fueled record profits in the oil industry, triggering an outcry from consumers who were being asked to pay about $3 a gallon for gasoline in early August.

The world's biggest public oil company said its net income amount for the July-September period, up from $9.92 billion in 2005 from quarterly revenue of $99.59 billion. The results surpassed the expectations. The company also saw stronger earnings from its refining operations and gas stations.

When an independent gasoline station profits from gasoline, there is an outcry from some elected officials of price gouging! Where is the outcry from the same elected officials when BIG oil companies rake in record profits month after

month, quarter after quarter and year after year? 
Chevron 3Q Profit Soars to $5 Billion

A $5 billion third-quarter profit from Chevron Corp. lifts the cumulative results of the five major oil companies that reported July through September earnings this week to more than $31.5 billion.

The industry benefited from oil prices that averaged more than $70 a barrel, as well as its ability to earn more money from gasoline production and sales. Chevron's profits grew the fastest among its peer group, rising a whopping 40 percent from a year ago. Chevron's results, released Friday, marked the third time in the past year that its quarterly results have hit a new high. The third-quarter earnings were also far above analyst estimates. The boom times at San Ramon-based Chevron and other major oil companies’ exasperated motorists and politicians as gasoline prices remained above $3 per gallon in many parts of the country before a recent decline eased some of the economic pain and frustration.
But the downturn in energy prices hasn't sapped the financial vigor of Chevron and its industry brethren. ExxonMobil Corp., the only U.S. oil company larger than Chevron, posted a third-quarter profit of $10.5 billion the second highest in its history. Royal Dutch Shell also reported its third-quarter profits of $5.94 billion.
Chevron's earnings of $5.02 billion, for the three months ended in September compared with net income of $3.59 billion, at the same time last year.

While more productive refineries contributed to Chevron's upturn, Oppenheimer & Co. analyst Fadel Gheit said the company reaped its biggest gains at the gasoline pumps. "They really cleaned up there," Gheit said.

Exxon, Chevron, ConocoPhillips, BP PLC and Royal Dutch Shell PLC earned a total of $31.6 billion in this year's quarter. Those companies still remain well ahead of 2005's record-setting pace. Through the first nine months of this year, the companies earned a combined $94.5 billion, an 11 percent increase from $85 billion last year.

Habits are changing

Indeed, Americans are consuming more gasoline than ever, thanks to a growing population and an expanding economy. But the price increases have imposed a toll.

Gasoline demand in the United States is expected to rise just 1 percent this year, to 9.22 million barrels a day, according to the forecasts by the Energy Information Administration, compared with an annual growth of 1.9 percent from 1992 to 1999. Next year, the agency sees a rise of 1.2 percent in gasoline consumption.

“While gasoline demand has not declined, the growth has certainly declined from its longer-term trend,” said Tancred Lidderdale, a senior economist at the Energy Information Administration. “One thing I would suggest is that the impact of high prices isn’t immediate. Habits are slow to change.”

They are changing, though. Wal-Mart has said that its customers are making fewer trips to its stores. Automakers in Detroit have suffered big drops in the sale of their S.U.V.’s and pickup trucks as buyers turn to smaller, more efficient models. More drivers are carpooling or delaying some trips because of the impact of high prices. 

In a New York Times/CBS poll taken in May, 63 percent of respondents said they had reduced their driving because of higher prices; 49 percent said they planned to change their holiday plans because of higher gas costs; 56 percent said that high energy costs had led to cutbacks in household spending.

“It’s hard on the middle class, on people like us,” Jean Smith, 59, a schoolteacher in Kennett Square, Pa., said this week. She said high energy costs were a burden on her family, which has $15,000 in debt, one son in college and another in the military. She and her husband, also a high-school teacher, earn a combined income of about $75,000 a year. 

“Our gasoline and heating oil bills have doubled in the past 10 years,” she said, “but our salaries certainly haven’t.”

The consumer must keep up the pressure and conserve fuel. It’s news from so called experts that increases gasoline prices with a negative outlook. I’ve said many times that the consumer holds the future of gasoline prices in their hands.  
Petro Express Goes Unbranded 
[image: image8.wmf]Charlotte: By the end of 2007, Petro Express' 66 stores will take down the CITGO banner at its stations and replace it with its own, the Charlotte Observer reported.
While the company has not mentioned global politics as the cause for the change, the CITGO brand is being removed from 45 of its locations this year. The decision to go unbranded goes along with ongoing remodeling efforts at locations and a "renewed emphasis on the Petro Express brand," the company stated.

Petro Express joins another chain, 7-Eleven, in the decision to drop CITGO and become unbranded. 7-Eleven announced that it planned to lose the CITGO banner at 2,100 stations when the 20-year old fuel contract expired last month. While 7-Eleven said it had the contract change in mind for some time, it generated national attention when media connected the decision with Venezuelan president Hugo Chavez's name-calling at a UN meeting shortly before 7-Eleven's announcement.
CITGO, the U.S.-based refiner and marketer of Venezuelan owned Petroleos de Venezuela S.A., has become the epicenter of growing displeasure with the country and Hugo Chavez, even resulting in the boycott of stations selling the CITGO branded fuels. 
In Boston, a city council member wants to see the iconic CITGO sign taken down from Fenway Park. In Florida, a lawmaker asked the state to cancel its exclusive fuel contracts with CITGO at its gas stations on the Florida Turnpike. In addition, many consumers in New York, Connecticut, Vermont, Rhode Island, Massachusetts, Maine and Alaska have denied Chavez's offer of free or discounted home heating oil.
Independent Citgo retail stations who are owned by private businesses have nothing to do with Hugo Chavez statement and will suffer if the boycott is successful. Every Citgo retailer I talked to has criticized Hugo Chavez.    

Shell Transitions Sites in Six Areas to Circle K

Houston, October 5, 2006 - Shell Oil Products US (Shell) and its affiliate Motiva Enterprises LLC (Motiva) signed purchase and sale agreements today with Circle K Stores Inc., a wholly owned subsidiary of Alimentation Couche-Tard Inc. Through these agreements, Circle K will purchase Shell-branded supply contracts and Shell and Motiva's interest in stations in Baton Rouge, Denver, greater Memphis area, Orlando, Tampa and southwest Florida, subject to regulatory approval and closing. The stations will remain Shell-branded.
The transaction will result in the conversion of approximately 240 stations from direct to wholesale management, which is part of Shell and Motiva's strategy to grow the Shell brand in the United States.  The agreement also includes the conversion of existing Circle K fuel sites to the Shell brand in several areas. Under this arrangement, the convenience stores will remain Circle K branded while the fuels offering will become Shell branded.

The companies plan to finalize the transaction before the end of 2006 provided all appropriate regulatory approvals are received.  

Any Shell franchisee should look into inquiring about their ‘Right of First Refusal’ to purchase their Shell station.

Gulf Oil chief says price of gasoline may drop to $1.80

Gasoline prices could fall to as low as a $1.80 in coming months, according to the chief executive of Gulf Oil, The Boston Herald reported Oct. 13.
A global decline in demand for oil and an increase in fuel production could drive the price to the level, a prominent local gas-industry executive said Oct. 12.
Joseph H. Petrowski, chief executive of Gulf Oil Ltd. in Chelsea, Mass., said all the fundamentals point to falling gas prices in the short term - though he cautioned “things could change” quickly if there’s a cold winter or if a major oil disruption occurs somewhere.
“We’re going lower the way things stand now,” said Petrowski, who predicted last summer that prices would fall dramatically this fall, though even he didn’t forecast prices lower than $2 per gallon.
A mini-gas-station war has broken out in Massachusetts in recent days, with retailers in the Revere and Malden areas competing to lower their prices below those of rivals. One Revere station was selling regular gas yesterday for $1.95, according to Bostongas.com. Motorists, who were pummeled this summer with $3-plus gas, have been lining up to fill their tanks.
Some industry experts, such as legendary oilman Boone Pickens, have predicted that oil prices will head back up soon.
(Boone Pickens also predicted crude oil prices to rise to $100.00 a barrel; Oct. 20th crude oil closed at $56.82.) 
Meanwhile, the U.S. government reported an increase in the nation’s fuel stocks, including home heating oil.
“We look well supplied and we would need a very cold winter to see prices spike,” Jason Schenker, analyst at Wachovia Bank, told a wire service.

OPEC ready to cut output by 1 million barrels per day 

The president of OPEC, Edmund Daukoru, said Oct. 11 that the 11 members of the oil cartel have agreed to trim production by 1 million barrels a day. But they are still negotiating over how the cut will be divided among them, reported The New York Times.
Daukoru, who is also Nigeria’s oil minister, said from the Nigerian capital that the cartel’s members were “nearing consensus” about how to share the cuts, The Times reported Oct. 11. At the same time, Qatar’s oil minister said that OPEC was still debating the level from which to make the production cuts. 
Oil prices rose slightly on the news. At midmorning the benchmark contract for light, low-sulfur crude to be delivered next month was trading on the New York Mercantile Exchange for $58.68 a barrel, a gain of 16 cents. 
As the price of oil has fallen by nearly 25 percent since peaking in mid-July, members of the Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries have so far been unable to agree on a common approach to reducing supply and sustaining prices, The Times reported. That has left oil markets around the globe unsettled. 
The prospect of OPEC agreeing to act in concert to keep prices from falling further led the United States energy secretary, Samuel Bodman, to say Oct. 11 that he is seeking talks with the cartel in the next week. “We have continued to encourage OPEC, as well as all producers, to make plenty of oil available, so we can keep our market well-supplied,” Bodman said in an interview with CNBC.
OPEC announced cuts of 1.2 million barrels on November 1st and the oil companies are puling out all the propaganda to increase the price of crude oil and gasoline, shares in the big energy companies slipped the declines were generally less than 1%. The consumer should keep conserving gasoline so that OPEC and the oil companies get the message that the consumer will not take it anymore. (Keep it up.)    
Survey: Americans Want Alternative Fuel and Advanced Vehicles 
Arlington, Va. -- The National Alternative Fuels Training Consortium (NAFTC), released results from a national survey of Americans that found most personally believe that developing alternative fuel sources for cars, trucks, SUVs and buses is very important to them. 
The results that were presented at NAFTC's Alternative Fuel Vehicle Odyssey 2006 outline that 55 percent would consider an alternative fuel/advanced technology car, truck or SUV in their next vehicle purchase; 16 percent of which would be very likely to purchase such a vehicle while 39 percent said it would be likely. Consumers most likely to purchase an alternative fuel or advanced technology vehicle are between the ages of 25 to 34 and 45 to 59.
In addition, consumers are willing to pay more for a vehicle if it provided these benefits: 89 percent said better fuel efficiency; 83 percent said tax breaks; 80 percent said less dependence on foreign oil; and 80 percent said for less pollution and better health.

The public is also responsible for an increase in U.S. stockpiles of crude oil and refined products by conserving gasoline.  

In Indiana: Federal grant to create new ethanol fueling stations

A $1.3 million federal grant will help pay for nearly 20 new ethanol fueling stations along Interstate 65 in Indiana, officials announced Sept. 29, according to the Associated Press.
The aim is to eventually establish E85 stations along highways from the Great Lakes to the Gulf Coast. Indiana will work with other states to expand the use of E85, which is a blend of 85 percent ethanol and 15 percent petroleum-based gasoline that can be used by about 4 million vehicles.
The grant is from the U.S. Department of Energy's Clean Cities Program, the AP reported.
"This funding will help Indiana continue to make E85 more readily available and increase our use of homegrown energy to power our vehicles," said Lt. Gov. Becky Skillman, who also oversees the Indiana Office of Energy and Defense Development.
Skillman made the announcement Sept. 29 during the grand opening of a new fueling station in Reynolds, Ind., that offers both E85 ethanol and B20 biodiesel. Reynolds bills itself "Biotown, USA" in hopes of becoming the nation's first community run largely on renewable energy.
The grant will fund 18 new E85 pumps, many along I-65, and one new biodiesel blending facility, officials said.

Generator Law 

The law that passed did contain language that prevents any local government from passing any law over and above what is contained in the state passed legislation. If you run into situations where you are attempting to either permit or complete new installations and if you have been told by your local government that it is now state law that you must install a generator at these new facilities is WRONG. HB 7121 (the generator bill) did not contain any such language. It simply requires you to wire in an appropriate transfer switch capable of accepting a portable generator. Once again the bill preempted all local government entities from implementing language and requirements outside the parameters of the original bill. If you have problems with this please feel free to print out the summary and give it to your local people. 

Polk County Pre-Paid
New County Law: It appears that the County Commission in Polk County recently passed Ordinance #06-044. The new language contained in the ordinance requires all petroleum retailers to go to a prepay system for all sales at all hours. Their reasons for passage were outlined and their stated intent was to protect retailers from business losses and to reduce expenses for law enforcement following up complaints of drive-offs. Additional language in the ordinance provides for fines and misdemeanor convictions for retailers that do not comply with this law. Further language in the ordinance requires that you put signs on all dispensers (written in both English and Spanish) informing your customers that all transactions are on a prepay basis. Florida Secretary of State had yet to notify the county of state approval to implement this effort. Your required compliance will be triggered upon that approval and as soon as we know we will let you know. I would venture a guess that there will be more of these laws coming along in other communities around the state. If any of you know of similar efforts in your counties around the state, please let me know. 

Gasoline sellers get the blame

Utah Commerce Director Francine Giani, appointed by Gov. Jon Huntsman Jr. to investigate why Utah's gas prices remain much higher than the national average, said that retailers are reaping added profits at the expense of consumers. 
"We have seen retailers taking advantage of an opportunity to make more money," Giani said. "But we do not believe there is any violation of any laws." 
Utah's gas prices, which for much of the past year have been among the lowest in the country, rose to a record high of nearly $2.99 a gallon in late August. 
The average cost of a gallon of unleaded gasoline in Utah, for example, was $2.59, down from $2.95 one month ago. The national per-gallon average is $2.26 - 33 cents less than Utah's average. Still, six states had higher prices than Utah. Certainly high demand for gasoline has played a role in pricing in Utah, which has one of the strongest economies in the country. Another factor keeping gas prices high in Utah is the state's relatively isolated refinery market. The state has five refineries in the North Salt Lake area that supply stations here. Much of the rest of the country in recent weeks has been flooded with low-cost foreign gasoline. Giani, who requested financial information from Utah's refineries and about two dozen retailers, said the response has been disappointing. While four of five refineries and only two of 24 retailers contacted provided information, she said. 
"I'm really surprised we didn't get more responses from retailers," Giani said. "That tells me something. It tells me the retailers may be the folks that can answer the question of why our prices are so high." 
John Hill, executive director of the Utah Petroleum Marketers and Retailers Association, defends the retailers, "it seems like everyone is trying to point an accusatory finger at the retailers, and it's unjustified," he said. 
Of course, nobody demanded a government inquiry when Utah's retail prices were noticeably lower than the national average through most of this year before the spike in August.

The state is served by a handful of pipelines and refineries. Demand for their products keeps going up. Most of the retailers who sell gasoline operate on a pretty thin margin, often losing money on gasoline sales and depending on soda pop and snack foods to make up the difference. The only hope for lower prices is reduced demand. Drive less. Walk more. Take the bus. Buy a smaller car. 
The price may still go up. But at least it won't be your fault.
The small gasoline retailer is being accused of profiting and the Oil Companies are raking in record profits while the small gasoline retailer is struggling. 

Where is the outrage from Director Giani when ExxonMobil record net profit after taxes and expenses of more than 

$36 billion on income of more than $360 billion in 2005 which is also a record of any corporation in history? Almost all major oil companies made record profits in 2005.

Point the guilty finger at the Oil Companies where it belongs for high gasoline prices. (Investigate the oil companies!)

In New Mexico: suspects charged in theft of fuel 

Police said they arrested three men who allegedly stole $500,000 worth of fuel from several Albuquerque gasoline stations and then sold it at half that price, the Associated Press reported. 
Five to 10 businesses may have known they were buying stolen diesel and unleaded fuel at the lower price, police said. The investigation was continuing and detectives said there could be additional arrests, the AP reported Oct. 12. 
One of the men who was arrested, Robert Burkholder, 42, worked as a repairman at three different businesses, according to court records. Police said Burkholder knew how to turn on the pumps using magnets, codes and keys. 
Two other men who were arrested, Francis O'Brien, 24, and Michael Puzak, 24, are accused of stealing the gasoline using a truck with a large tank in the bed and then selling it to trucking, tire and landscaping companies, court records said. 
The three men were arrested Oct. 10 on larceny and conspiracy charges. Last month, police arrested landscape company owner Eric Sandoval, 43, on the same charges. Court records said the investigation began 3 1/2 months ago when Chevron representatives alerted police that a large amount of fuel had been stolen from their gas station.

Motorists Urged to Take Caution When Fueling
Tulsa, Okla. – The cold, dry weather across much of the country could increase the likelihood of static-caused fires at the pump if fueling precautions are not properly followed – something that was evident in videotape taken last week from a store in Mesquite, Texas.

While static electricity-caused fires at the pump are extremely rare, the Petroleum Equipment Institute (PEI) developed a Stop Static safety campaign to increase public awareness of the potential danger posed by the discharge of static electricity during refueling. 

PEI offers three rules for safe refueling:
1. Turn off your engine
2. Don’t smoke
3. Never reenter your vehicle.

IRS Provides Education on Bank Secrecy Act Requirements
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Bank Secrecy Act Specialists within the Small Business and Self-Employed Division of the Internal Revenue Service provide education about Bank Secrecy Act reporting and recordkeeping requirements to money services businesses (MSBs), which include many gas retailers.  Gas retailers who offer money  services, such as check cashing, money orders, and wire transfers, may be defined as an MSB under the Bank Secrecy Act and are subject to the reporting and recordkeeping requirements.

Congress passed the BSA in 1970 as the first laws to fight money laundering in the United States. The BSA requires businesses, including MSBs, to keep records and file reports that are determined to have a high degree of usefulness in criminal, tax, and regulatory matters.  The documents filed by businesses under the BSA requirements are heavily used by law enforcement agencies, both domestic and international to identify, detect and deter money laundering whether it is in furtherance of a criminal enterprise, terrorism, tax evasion or other unlawful activity.

Definition of an MSB

MSBs include any person conducting business of more than $1,000 with the same person on the same day in any one of the following activities: currency dealing or exchange; check cashing; issuing, selling or redeeming traveler’s checks, money orders or stored value; or, provides money transfer services in any amount.  

Registration Requirement

Each business that meets the definition of an MSB must register with the Department of the Treasury, except for the following: 
 (1) A business that is an MSB solely because it serves as an agent of another MSB;
 (2) A business that is an MSB solely as an issuer, seller, or redeemer of stored value;
 (3) The U.S. Postal Service and agencies of the U.S, or any State, or of any political subdivision of any State;
 (4) A branch office of an MSB.  
MSBs register by using FinCEN Form 107, Registration of Money Services Business.  

Other MSB Reporting Requirements

MSBs, except for check cashers and issuers, sellers, or redeemers of stored value, are required to file Suspicious Activity Reports (TD F 90-22.56).   All MSBs are required to have anti-money laundering compliance programs and to file Currency Transaction Reports (FinCEN Form 104) to report cash transactions of more than $10,000.
