January 1st 2007 State Tax Changes 

It’s that time of year when the mandated annual increase in state gasoline and diesel fuel taxes automatically occurs on January 1st. The new state tax rate for gasoline is 15.3 cents per gallon and diesel fuel rises to 28.5 cents per gallon. The new local option tax charged for gasoline at the rack is from 10.2 to 18.2 cents per gallon. That means suppliers will bill the total on invoices for the county your in. Two counties had changes in their rates. They were Manatee (5 cent increase) and Pinellas (1 cent increase). 
ExxonMobil CEO Warns Ending Tax Breaks
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After record profits in 2005 (and for many many years), Rex W. Tillerson has the audacity who wants the taxpayer to give the record profit Oil Companies Welfare. 

Proposals by the next congress to eliminate oil industry tax breaks and subsidies would set a bad example overseas and discourage new industry investments, ExxonMobil's top executive said.

Tillerson said moves suggested by leaders of the incoming Democratic congressional majority would encourage similar steps by governments abroad.

"I think the bigger concern I have is not so much the economic direct effect of the fact that they want to take a tax break off here or there. But it's the message it sends the rest of the world that you don't have to provide stable (regulatory) frameworks," Tillerson told reporters after a speech to the Boston College Chief Executives' Club.

"And if that happens, none of us are going to be able to take the risk in this business."

U.S. tax breaks intended to encourage steps such as refinery expansion and oil exploration "are not that material" to ExxonMobil's profit, said Tillerson, who spent years leading Exxon ventures overseas before being named chairman and CEO in January.

House Democrats have said they plan to target billions of dollars in oil company tax breaks for a quick repeal next year - moves that come partly in response to high summer fuel prices and recent huge industry profit. For example, ExxonMobil recently reported the second-largest quarterly profit ever for a publicly traded company: $10.49 billion in this year's third quarter, second only to the $10.71 billion ExxonMobil posted in last year's fourth quarter. For 2005, profit net profit was over $36 billion.

The previous CEO of ExxonMobil Lee Raymond received a $400 million retirement package plus his salary of millions and a consulting fee for $1 million a year!!
When does the greed and outrageous profiteering end.

Wholesale gasoline prices went up an average of 20 cents a gallon for the month of November 2006 and a new refinery hasn’t been built in 30 years.

Oil Companies Crimping Oil Supplies

Bakersfield, Calif. -- That's why the rumor sounded so wrong here in California's lower San Joaquin Valley, where petroleum has gushed up more riches than the whole gold rush. Why would Shell Oil Co. simply close its Bakersfield refinery? Why scrap a profit maker?

The rumor seemed to make no sense. Yet it was true.

The company says it could make more money on other projects. It denies it intended to squeeze the market, as its critics would claim, to drive up gasoline profits at its other refineries in the region.

Whatever the truth in Bakersfield, an Associated Press analysis suggests that big oil companies have been crimping supplies in subtler ways across the country for years. And tighter supplies tend to drive up prices.

The analysis, based on data from the U.S. Energy Information Administration, indicates that the industry slacked off supplying oil and gasoline during the prolonged price boom between early 1999 and last summer, when prices began to fall.

The industry counters that it's been working hard to meet untiring demand. It faults output quotas set by Mideast oil powers, global competition for oil from booming economies like China's, and domestic challenges like depleting wells, clean-air rules, and hurricanes. They do make things harder.

Yet the AP analysis found evidence of at least an underwhelming industry performance in supplying the domestic market, when profits should have made investment capital plentiful:

During the 1999-2006 price boom, the industry drilled an average of 7 percent fewer new wells monthly than in the seven preceding years of low, stable prices.

The national supply of unrefined oil, including imports, grew an average of only 6 percent during the high-priced years, down from 14 percent during the previous span.

The gasoline supply expanded by only 10 percent from 1999 to 2006, down from 15 percent in the earlier period.

The findings support a conclusion already reached by many motorists. Fifty-five percent of Americans believe gas prices are high because oil companies manipulate them, a Pew Research Center poll found in October.

Even in Bakersfield, which lives off oil, many suspect that the industry goes easy on supply for its own reasons? "They aren’t trying: that's more money for them," snorted JaRayle Madden, a construction worker filling up his little sedan recently at a local Shell station.

Oil Price Rise on News of Planned OPEC Cuts to keep oil above $60 per barrel
Light sweet crude for January delivery rose $1.11 to $62.48 a barrel on the New York Mercantile Exchange. The bump in oil pushed up several large energy companies' stock prices. Shares of Exxon Mobil Corp. gained 93 cents to $78.29 on the New York Stock Exchange, where shares of Royal Dutch Shell PLC rose 41 cents to $71.29.

I’ve said many times that the major oil companies want high crude oil prices to line their pockets with outrageous profits. The consumer must keep up the conservation and pressure to counter OPEC’s decision to cut production by 500,000 barrels a day starting on Feb. 1, the report stated.
Alternative fuels are very important to reduce our dependency from OPEC. Automobile companies are increasing production of alternative fuel autos while alternative fuel is on the increase in many states.   
Gasoline prices fueling cynicism

Now the election is over and, as if someone threw a switch, the prices are accelerating in the same upward direction they traveled prior to our trip to the polls. Coincidence? As much as the sun rising and the tides are.

Bill Allows Gulf States To Share Offshore Drilling Royalties
Washington –Congress passed a bill that opens up about 8 million acres in the Gulf of Mexico to oil and gas drilling, the Washington Post reports. The legislation also gives Louisiana, Texas, Alabama and Mississippi 37.5 percent of federal royalties from future drilling. 

U.S. industrial consumer of natural gas say the offshore drilling could boost supplies and moderate prices. Opponents of the bill say that states against offshore drilling, such as California, Florida, North Carolina, South Carolina and Virginia, would be tempted to support exploration off their shorelines in return for a new revenue stream. 

The additional domestic production of oil and natural gas will benefit consumers throughout the United States by providing additional energy security and improving the delicate balance between supply and demand. 

Sen. Mary Landrieu (D-LA), co-author the bill with Sen. Pete Domenici (R-NM), told the newspaper that "this was the best Christmas present I could ever, ever have gotten or that the state of Louisiana could have gotten.” Louisiana stands to receive $650 million a year from the royalties.
Lawsuit Contends Fraud for Selling Warm Gasoline
Los Angeles -- A class-action lawsuit filed last week accuses 17 oil companies and gasoline-service stations of not compensating for changes in gasoline volumes when temperatures rise, The New York Times reports. Companies named in the suit include Chevron, 7-Eleven, Valero and Wal-Mart Stores.

The suit contends that customers are overcharged for gasoline during warm weather because gasoline expands when the temperature exceeds 60 degrees. The suit, brought by a small number of truck drivers and motorists in California, alleges that consumers receive less energy for each gallon purchased according to the Public Citizen group.

However, American Petroleum Institute spokesperson John Bisney told Reuters, “When you buy a gallon of gas, you buy a gallon of gas. Sometimes you get a little more; sometimes you get a little less.”

Bisney added that the cost of installing any equipment to cool the fuel would negate any benefits to consumers in terms of greater mileage, he told Reuters.

The Gasoline Retailers Association of Florida, Florida Petroleum Marketers Association and a number of other associations have stressed that mandating temperature compensation would be costly, confuse the market and most directly impact small-business owners that make up the overwhelming majority of petroleum retailers in the country.
Biofuel May Cause Oil Slump 
Crude oil prices in New York may tumble to $40 a barrel next year as demand for biofuel made from crops spurs investors to switch from energy to agricultural commodities, said Tetsu Emori, chief commodities strategist at Japan's Mitsui Bussan Futures Ltd told Bloomberg News. 

Shifting to biodiesel and ethanol additives may slow the growth of demand for gasoline and diesel in the U.S., Europe, and Japan, Emori said in an interview.  ``Some people may say the 2006 oil bubble eventually was short-lived like a firework that sparks and disappears,'' Emori, 40, said. ``People called me crazy when I projected a couple of years ago oil to surge this year. They may do that again because I said oil may touch the $40 a barrel mark next year.'' 

Oil consumers are increasing use of fuels and additives that derive from corn, soybean, sugar cane, and oilseed, as they try to reduce pollution. The switch may cause a shift of money from oil futures on the New York Mercantile Exchange to the grain futures market in Chicago, Emori said in Tokyo. 

Pennsylvania Invests in Alternative Fuel Technology 
Pittsburgh -- More than $3 million has been invested to be used toward Alternative Fuel Incentive grants in an effort to grow the production, distribution and use of biofuels made in the state.
The grants use more than $40 million of private funds for the production of nearly 64 million gallons on clean-burning biodiesel per year, along with the installation of storage tanks that are needed to distribute and sell the fuels. 
"Pennsylvania has aggressively pursued a leadership role in advancing the technology and deployment of alternative fuels in order to build a new commercial sector that diversifies our energy supplies and puts people to work," said Rendell. "These strategic investments will move us further down the road to true energy security for the people and businesses of Pennsylvania."
By focusing on biofuels, the grants support the state's "PennSecurity Fuels Initiative," which calls for the production and use of 900 million gallons of clean-burning domestically made fuels per year. Through this plan, Rendell is investing $30 million over the next five years to build re-fueling and production infrastructure to support the use of alternative fuels.
The funds include $75,000 for the Greater Philadelphia Clean Cities' E85 Corridor project, which already received $283,380 in federal funds. This project will install E85 fueling stations at 12 gas stations in the state that reside along a 200-mile highway that runs from central Pennsylvania to the Philadelphia area.
The corridor project is funded through both public and private organizations that want to lessen petroleum use and produce fuels for the 160,000 flex-fuel vehicles in the state.
In California: Gas dealers battle Costco (A good reason to join the team.)

Costco seeks to bring a one-stop shopping experience to its existing warehouse store at Middlefield Road, Redwood City, Calif., where a project would raze the building, construct a bigger one and install a 16-pump fueling center across the lot, reported The San Mateo County Times. But the proposed gas pumps are fueling the ire of neighbors and local gas station operators. 
Residents are concerned about the potential for traffic increases, pollution and safety issues. Local gas dealers fear Costco will drain their customers away. The opposition reflects a scene being played out elsewhere across the country, as big-box retailers have delved more and more into the gas-selling business. 
The report indicates that the project is not expected to cause significant environmental problems, given recommended measures to mitigate traffic, air quality and other issues? Is this report a paid report? 
Residents are not convinced. They believe the traffic generated by the fueling center would only exacerbate the bumper-to-bumper congestion typically seen on Middlefield and Woodside roads. Mark Soulard, a neighborhood association co-chair, said the increased traffic will slow emergency vehicles and pose road hazards for students from nearby Hoover School. Residents also worry about lingering fumes from cars and trucks idling in line for the pumps, he said. 
Gas station owners echo the residents' concerns, but also have bottom-line reasons to oppose Costco's fossil-fuel foray. 
Adding this 900-pound gorilla will take away from the existing operators a local gasoline owner said. 
According to a city economic analysis, the Costco pumps could force one or more stations to close. The analysis does say “a revamped Costco could result in the loss of about 200 full-time retail positions in the Redwood City market area and that urban decay would result," the analysis said. 
In 1998, the company, based in Issaquah, Wash., had 40 gas stations. But just seven years later, it had 225 stations, selling more than $3 billion worth of gas. Even Home Depot is selling gas and the home-improvement chain projects 
having about 300 fueling centers by 2010. 

Ethanol Study Finds Consumers Want Ethanol 
Omaha, Neb. -- Across the country, 57 percent of American consumers feel that it is important to use ethanol as an additive to gasoline to ease the country's dependence on foreign oil, according to a study by the Ethanol Promotion and Information Council.
"These findings demonstrate more and more Americans are becoming aware of the reasons why they should choose ethanol-enriched gasoline," said Reece Nanfito, senior director of marketing for the Ethanol Promotion and Information Council (EPIC). "A solution to our dependence on foreign oil rests right here at home through the hard work and ingenuity of the American workforce."
The study also found that 61 percent of those surveyed thought that ethanol production benefits the American economy. Another 58 percent of the 714 respondents felt that gasoline with ethanol additives is better for the environment, Nanfito said.
Heartland Energy launches HE85, a branded ethanol

Heartland Energy Group Inc. announced Nov.20 that it officially launched a new ethanol brand name, HE85, and said it is filing trademark applications for that name.
Heartland Energy Group said it is developing a national marketing campaign to launch when the trademark is approved. Heartland intends on putting alternative fuel sections in independent gas stations across the country. The trademark will create asset protection for future marketing of the Heartland Alternative Fuel line-up. 
Heartland Energy Group, Inc. is an alternative fuel resource and service company dedicated to developing infrastructure for delivery of ethanol (E85).

"I Stole Gas and this is My Punishment" 
Atlanta -- A Chevron station in Cherokee County has thought up a new way to make drive-off crimes less appealing by forcing offenders to march along the street with a large, neon pink sign that reads: "I stole gas and this is my punishment," reported WSBTV.com
The offender is Brandon Huff, 22, who recently walked a length of highway near the station as punishment for his crime. Morning commuters honked their horns at Huff, while one driver, Jason Ingle, said "He deserves it, he's a thief."
"One night a few months back, he came in and stole gas and drove off," said store clerk Charles Glass. "He came to steal but he got caught."
The store asked for the sign carrying to be a part of Huff's punishment, and the judge agreed. The station hopes that this will prevent others from committing drive-off crimes, the report stated.
Huff did not wish to comment on his crime or its unusual punishment, however the report stated that this was not the first time he stole gas. "Since he had two cases, he was looking at a license suspension on the second offense, therefore we made it a condition that if he did this [as punishment], we would dismiss the second count which allowed him to save his license," Cherokee County Solicitor General, David Cannon, told WSBTV.com.
"Jail time in a case like this is not feasible, and it would cost more for the county to do that. We think this will get the message across to him and to other people," he added.

Credit Card Gift Cards Carry More Fees
Chicago -- Gift cards continue to be popular gifts this holiday season, with some industry experts saying almost seven out of 10 consumers will buy one this year. But a new study released yesterday by Bankrate Inc. indicates some have an unexpected price attached to them, according to the Monterey County Herald. 

The “Third Annual Holiday Gift Card Study” looked at 38 plastic cards and seven electronic cards from the country’s top 25 retailers, as ranked by the National Retail Federation. Also included were “use anywhere” cards from American Express, Discover Card, MasterCard and Visa.

All of the “use anywhere” cards had fees, in contrast to retailer-specific cards, which rarely charged fees. The study found that customers often spend more money at a shop than the amount on the gift card, according to the Monterey County Herald. 

The major credit card companies charge an average delivery fee of $3.60 on gift cards, according to the report. For example, for a Discover Card gift card, customers pay $3.95 for each card. However, last year, Discover waived shipping fees for its gift card. 

Consumers also pay monthly maintenance fees ranging from $2 to $3 if they don’t use the credit gift cards within a certain time period. For instance, while American Express did not have an expiration date for its “use anywhere” card, consumers paid a $2 monthly service fee beginning 366 days after the purchase date. On the other hand, Discover Card gift cards expire in 2 years and charge $2.50 a month if the card isn’t used for 12 consecutive months.
