While oil companies’ reaped gargantuan profits in 2006 amid high prices, U.S. demand for petroleum dipped for the second year in a row, a trade group said. Total petroleum deliveries, a measure of demand, fell by roughly 1 percent to 20.6 million barrels per day, down from 20.8 million in 2005, which was below the 2004 level, a report by the American Petroleum Group Inc.

Another Record!!! ExxonMobil Has Largest Profit in History

Oil giant ExxonMobil Corp. on posted the largest annual net profit by a U.S. company; $39.5 billion.

The 2006 profit topped the previous record of $36.13 billion which Exxon set in 2005.

Revenue from the world's largest publicly traded oil company rose to $377.64 billion for the year, surpassing the record $370.68 billion that Exxon posted in 2005.
Another Record!!! Shell Earnings Up 21 Percent in 4Q

Royal Dutch Shell PLC reported a 21 percent increase in fourth-quarter earnings buoyed in part by high energy prices and its sale of some operations.

Net profit came to $5.28 billion, up from $4.37 billion, while sales were unchanged at $75.5 billion.

Shell's full-year earnings came to a company record net profit $25.4 billion, up fractionally from 2005's record $25.3 billion, on sales up 3.9 percent to $319 billion.
Another Record!!! Chevron tops 2005 Record
Chevron Corp. pumped out its third consecutive year of record profits in 2006. Despite its first quarterly earnings decline in the fourth quarter in18 months, the nation's second largest oil company finished 2006 with a full-year profit of $17.1 billion to smash its previous record of $14.1 billion set in the previous year.

Another Record!!! 5 Major Oil Companies New Record; Again
2006 combined net earnings of ExxonMobil, Chevron, ConocoPhillips, Royal Dutch Shell PLC and BP PLC are expected to exceed $120 billion already have topped their record earnings of $111 billion last year. The combined profit also surpasses the gross domestic product of Iraq and more than 160 other countries, according to the most recent estimates compiled by the Central Intelligence Agency.

I sound like a broken record as the greed and profiteering marches on.

In Orlando FL area, (crude oil price increased from approximately $57 bbl January 30, 2007 to $61 bbl February 26, 2007 while wholesale gasoline prices increased approximately 28 cents a gallon. 
(For every $1 increase in crude oil prices adds approximately 3 cents a gallon increase to gasoline.)
In international news 

Italian drivers lined up at the pump last week to prepare for a strike by gas station operators that are protesting the government's ruling to increase competition by allowing supermarkets to sell gasoline, Bloomberg News reported.
"There was already a line at 6:30 this morning when I arrived," said Ulderico Grassetti, operator of an ERG SpA gas station in Rome. By 10:30 a.m., his tanks were near empty he said.
Unions that represent gas stations called for a 14-day strike when the government released a number of measures on Jan. 25 that will reduce costs to consumers and increase efficiency. One of the measures permits supermarkets to sell gasoline eliminates the limits on minimum distances between service stations and extends operating hours, the report stated. An Italian consumer group said that these measures will allow consumers to save between 60 to 100 euros a year.
The strike targets the government, not motorists, according to Franco Bertini, chairman of Faib, an association that represents the country's 23,000 gas stations, the report stated.
Gas station operators held talks with the Italian Industry Minister Pierluigi Bersani last week, but were inconclusive. The strike was scheduled to end on Feb. 9, but as of press time, it was still in effect.
Retailers Take Precautions to Stop Gasoline Theft
Millersburg, Ohio – Since 2000, gasoline theft has become more prevalent, the Wooster Daily Record reports.
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The newspaper writes that gasoline theft cost retailers roughly $300 million in 2005, up from $267 million in 2004. The numbers for 2006 will not be tabulated until spring and is likely that the cost of gasoline theft will fall between the last two years.

2006 saw some retailers going to prepay for the first time and that 2005 went from a problem to an extreme problem. If one station is prepay and another one down the road is not, people are going to go to the one that is not. Prepay also hurts a convenience store's best customer, which is the cash customer. It forces them to switch to a credit card, which has (interchange fees), and that hurts the bottom line.
Technology may offer more solutions in 2007, such as the Pump-on program which allows cash customers to swipe their driver's licenses before gas is dispensed and knows who you are if you drive off.
Arrests in Flower Mound, Texas, show how technologically adept some thieves can be. 
Police said three thieves cracked the codes on a gas pump giving them access to hundreds of gallons of free fuel, NBC News in Dallas-Fort Worth reported. Police said the men had a key and knew a generic password used to override the code and unlock the pumps, according to the news report. The men face misdemeanor theft charges. It is important for other merchants to know that if they have not changed the code, they should definitely change the code. Simply greeting all customers whether by intercom or in person can be effective.  

Temperature Compensation 

There is word out of California that regulators there may be moving to temperature compensation requirements. That move came on the heels of a request by Gilbarco. Odd that the entity that stands to make the most money from such a move would be the impetus behind it. I hope our counterparts in California are successful in educating those regulators.

Tuscola, Ill., said to be possible site for 100 million-gallon ethanol plant

Tuscola Economic Development, Inc., (TEDI) confirmed Jan. 23 that a new Cargill subsidiary, Emerald Renewable Energy LLC, has identified the city in Illinois as a potential site for a new 100-million-gallon-per-year ethanol plant. 
According to TEDI officials, Emerald Renewable Energy would develop a site near Cargill’s Tuscola grain elevator on the western edge of the city. The plant would create approximately 40 full-time jobs.
Tuscola is a desirable location because of the quality of nearby rail and highway systems, access to significant local corn supply, a high quality workforce and strong community support, according to a statement issued by TEDI. 
Cargill would provide development capital for the project and would provide a number of services to the plant, including corn supply, price risk management, plant operating services and the marketing of ethanol and distillers grains. Emerald Renewable Energy is working with local entities, including Lyondell Chemical Company and Duke Energy, to develop potential service relationships for water supply, wastewater treatment, process steam and other related services. These services would draw on existing capacity at Lyondell’s Equistar Chemicals site.
Rennie Petroleum Files for Bankruptcy 
Richmond, Va. -- Rennie Petroleum Co. has filed for reorganization under federal bankruptcy law. Started in 1985 with a single service station, Rennie's now has 24 convenience stores, compared with a peak of 40 in the mid-1990s.
According to a report by the Times-Dispatch, the company listed assets of $4.67 million and liabilities of $7.98 million. Liabilities include $3.76 million in unsecured, nongovernmental claims. The company listed its largest unsecured creditor as CITGO Petroleum Corp. of Tulsa, Okla., with a $3.3 million claim.
In the bankruptcy filing, the company said its business changed for the worse in the early part of the decade when major oil companies began selling gasoline to their own stations cheaper than they sold it to wholesale purchasers such as Rennie. To stay competitive, Rennie said, it lost 15 cents a gallon on sales and laid off staff, subleased stores and cut expenses.
Beginning in 2003, Rennie said increased competition from rivals, such as Sheetz, Wawa and Sam's Club resulted in reduced sales and profit margins. Cash flow declined while rents continued to rise, the company said in the bankruptcy filing. 
Gross profit from retail gasoline sales was down 60 percent last year from prior years, Rennie told the Times-Dispatch.
In the court filing, the company said it is locked into an uncompetitive fuel-supply contract. The contract also requires Rennie to pay credit card fees that the company says cost more than independent card services would charge.
Sometimes the little guy actually wins
It happened in Colorado recently when two small petroleum marketers in the town of Montrose brought suit against the giant Kroger supermarket chain (over $60 billion in sales) for selling gasoline below cost in violation of the state's Unfair Practices Act. The two marketers; Parish Petroleum, with three locations and Ray Moore Tire and Petroleum Service, with one were awarded $1.4 million in damages. 
Kroger was running a program in its King Soopers and City Market stores called Buy Groceries/Get Gas that gave gas discounts to shoppers who purchased more than $100 in groceries over a 30-day period. At times, City Market was selling gasoline at 40 to 50 cents below cost, causing Kroger to take a loss one year of $511,000 on gasoline alone which they were apparently willing to do. As a result, a price war broke out, forcing retail gas prices in Montrose to drop below wholesale, which is when the two service stations filed its successful lawsuit.

A familiar story! 

Utah: Marketer says selling fuel is a losing proposition; shuts off pumps.
A gas station owner in Logan, Utah, blames the boom in grocery store gas stations for causing his pumps to go bust.
Garth Barker, owner of the White Pine Gallery, turned off his gas pumps after more than 60 years of his family selling gas at the busy junction of Main Street and U.S. Highway 89/91, the Associated Press reported. He said other local gas stations could soon follow.
"I think the in-town gas stations are doomed," he said.
Barker said rising oil prices combined with regulation fees and a boom in grocery store stations make selling gas an unprofitable venture.
"I'm going to come out ahead. It costs me money to sell gas. I probably should have stopped selling a year ago."
Barker said it's difficult to compete with the stores like Smith's and Macey's which are increasingly adding gas stations to their business. "They sell 20 cents below my buying cost," Barker said. 

Gasoline, Crude Oil Prices Surge
February 27, 2007 

Washington – Here we go again: both gasoline and crude oil prices are on the rise. Crude oil prices closed at their highest level of the year, with light, sweet crude for April delivery settling at $61.39 a barrel in trading on the New York Mercantile Exchange.  Meanwhile, the U.S. Energy Information Administration (EIA) released its weekly “Gasoline and Diesel Fuel Update,” which showed that retail gasoline prices jumped 8.7 cents per gallon over the past week to reach $2.383 per gallon. Combined with previous price jumps, EIA numbers show that retail prices have increased nearly 20 cents per gallon over the past three weeks.

Even if oil prices were to decline, retail gasoline prices will likely continue to increase to catch up to the run up in wholesale prices, reports today’s USA Today. 

"My laid-in cost right now is $2.26 (a gallon) and most of my stores are at $2.21 or $2.23," Sam Turner, president of Calfee Company of Dalton (Georgia), told the newspaper, adding, "It'd take us 10 days to catch up to the 17 cents (in increased wholesale cost) they gave us just last week. And that's if nothing changed. 

USA Today notes, "Gasoline retailers say they can't raise prices as fast as their costs go up because they'd lose business to stations willing to sell for less. So they often lose money on fuel sales and recover it on coffee, snacks, newspapers and the like."

Analyst: New drugstores are ‘mini Wal-Marts’; is gas next?

CVS and Walgreens are pharmacies and much, much more.
Besides filling prescriptions, the stores often sell all manner of products, including milk, eggs, makeup and household cleaning supplies.
The stores are getting bigger - often in the 15,000-square-foot range now - as pharmacy chains work to keep up with ever-growing competition and increasing pressure to boost sales, The Salem News reported.
"They're really mini-Wal-Marts," said Todd Hultquist, an independent grocery industry analyst. "The only thing they're not selling is gas now, and it's probably just a matter of time!"

Legislation:-A flurry of bill filings
One in particular, SB 312 (House companion is HB 481) requires merchants to post signs advising debit card users that there will be a hold placed on funds in their checking account. Gasoline retailers DO NOT place holds on consumers’ bank accounts. It is done by the Credit Card user's bank. If we’re going to be forced to post signs, make it clear that the BANKS are responsible for the hold. 
What should consumers do if funds are not released? Consumers who feel their funds are being held too long should contact the bank that issued their card. The phone number is generally located on the back of the card.
Consumer misperceptions

Survey how much the gasoline retailers profit from gasoline sales are a mystery to most U.S. consumers, according to a new report released by NACS. Consumers believe that 9 percent say that gasoline retailers make more than $1 per gallon in profit. In reality, after factoring in all expenses, including credit card fees, the real average profit per gallon is closer to 1 cent. More than 36 percent say that gasoline retailers make more per gallon when prices increase, even though overall profit margins tend to shrink because of heightened competition for price conscious consumers and credit card fee increases. More than 25 percent change their purchasing behavior to save one penny per gallon and 5 percent correctly said that profit margins typically decrease as gasoline prices increase. 

Consumers’ idea of fair profit is actually a lot higher than real profit. In fact, 11 percent of consumers say that at least 50 cents per gallon in profit, after expenses, would be fair.

Consumers are adamant about one thing when it comes to fueling and that is price. Nearly 66 percent say price is the most important factor when shopping for gasoline. 

Mass. Bill Holds Retailers Responsible for Data Theft 
Boston -- Following the technology-based theft of credit and debit-card numbers from Stop and Shop Supermarket Cos., the Massachusetts Banker's Association pushed state legislators here to mandate retailers to pay all costs to fix security breaches if they fail to keep card data secure, the Boston Globe reported.
"What happened at Stop & Shop is another example of retailers not doing enough to protect consumers," association spokesman, Bruce E. Spitzer, told the paper. "If companies know they'll be responsible for every expense caused by a security breach, maybe they'll finally invest in better security."

The scam involved a tactic called skimming where a point of sale device can be tampered with to plant a bugging device that steals card numbers and PINs. The company did not find any evidence of employee involvement, and has since secured all its card readers in the northeast.

Gasoline retailers should inspect their gasoline pumps every day for anything that looks suspicious and call police.

Robbers Target Convenience Stores With ‘Splash and Grab’ (a new weapon; hot drinks)
Philadelphia – Convenience store employees are now eyeing customers more carefully after a string of robberies involving throwing scalding liquid on cashiers before grabbing money from the register.

Within a week, up to16 such occurrences have happened throughout Delaware County, four attacks have surfaced in Delaware and Philadelphia, the Delaware County Times reports. The thieves, working in pairs, with one grabbing a cup of hot coffee and throwing the liquid at the cashier, while the other empties the register. 
Employees have been burned from the hot drinks and needed medical attention. Post signs that emphasizing the store does not keep much cash in their register drawers and employee does not have the combination of the safe and also keep windows clear of signs so the store can be seen from the outside.

But You May Also Have Obligations:
You receive a letter from a governing entity (state, county, city, etc.) saying your property, or part of it, is needed for the improvement or widening of Main Street, Anytown, Florida. In a state growing at an exponential rate with, seemingly, every other road under construction, this is becoming a common occurrence. The purpose of this article is to present an outline of the process involved when the government uses its power. This process is often referred to as condemnation and owners and businesses have rights provided under Florida law.
