Gasoline prices have been going up and down like a yo-yo everyday and sometimes more than once a day. No one knows when the industry will stabilize and make sense. 
With the election and campaigning in full mode, it’s a good time to let our candidates know where we stand (zone pricing, credit card fees, predatory pricing, open supply etc.).

· Giant Eagle: Under the GetGo brand operates 126 stores in Pennsylvania, Ohio Maryland and West Virginia. 

· H.E. Butt Grocery Co.: 40 units in Texas. 

· The Home Depot: Four stores in Tennessee and Georgia.

· Safeway Inc.: 340 gas stations in 20 states. 
The average gasoline sales are from 250,000 to 350,000 gallons a month and some as high as 600,000 a month for the hypermarts.

The traditional gasoline retailers pay a higher wholesale gasoline price than the hypermarts. If the playing field was level, the retail prices would have true competition and the consumer would benefit. The independent gasoline station does not enjoy the same profit margins that are enjoyed by the big oil companies  

Independent gas stations feeling pain at the pumps
Owners say tiny margins may squeeze them out 
At $45, a full gas tank is a luxury William Wilson can rarely afford. 

Although John Benda, owner of Fuel City on Industrial Boulevard, expects to survive in the gas station business, he worries that other independent operators won't make it through the next five to 10 years. The profit on a gallon of gas is about 2 cents for the independents. 

Mr. Wilson a Lancaster resident blamed oil companies and the government for his pain at the pump. But he directed no ill will toward the station owners is right on the money, North Texas gas station proprietors say. Even as motorists lament the high cost of gasoline, station owners complain that their average profit margin has sunk to a few pennies on each gallon. 

Despite high fuel prices over the last couple of years, independent station owners say it's become increasingly difficult to stay in business because of higher costs, intense competition and less favorable deals with distributors. 

Glen Mojahed has owned a Garland Chevron station since 1998 and says he's never seen it so bad. He makes a profit of as little as 2 cents per gallon and is trying to sell his station but can't find a buyer. 

"I used to make 17, 18 cents per gallon," Mr. Mojahed said. "But now, profit every year goes away." 

Some independent station owners say that opportunity could go the way of the full-service lane as gas stations are consolidated into the hands of corporate-owned chains and a few local moguls. 

Fewer suppliers 

But even as they've taken on a larger role, independent operators say, they've gotten squeezed by the reduced number of suppliers, making ownership less profitable. 

The pressure is leading many station owners to get out of the business. The lucky ones find ready buyers. 

Marc Marrocco, a commercial real estate broker with Weitzman Group in Dallas, said gas stations make great locations for bank branches, and most station owners are looking for an exit. 

"When I look at a corner, I know the gas station is up for sale, even if he says it isn't,” he said. "We contact them and make them an offer and usually wind up with a bank on top of it." 

Mr. Benda said this temptation to sell will leave Dallas with substantially fewer gas stations in five to 10 years. 
Exxon Mobil VPS Exercises Stock Options
An Exxon Mobil Corp. the world's largest publicly traded oil company vice president traded exercised oil company stock options for 15,000 shares of common stock, according to a Securities and Exchange Commission filing.

In a Form 4 filed with the SEC Friday, Andrew P. Swiger reported he exercised the options for $41.78 apiece and then sold 14,534 shares the same day for $87.98 to $88.05 apiece, Stephen LaSala reported he exercised options for 28,500 shares of common stock for $26.98 apiece, and then sold all of them for $88.24 to $88.39 apiece and vice president Morris Foster sold 11,500 shares for $88.45 to $88.53 apiece.

Open market purchases and sales
must be reported within two business days of the transaction.

FTC Suggests Temperature Compensation Not Worth the Cost
Washington – In an August 28 letter to Rep. Darrell Issa (R-CA), Federal Trade Commission Chairman Deborah Platt Majoras wrote, “Although the FTC has not conducted an investigation of this matter, it appears that the sale of “hot fuel” might not cost consumers extra money, while the solution under consideration may raise consumer prices.”

The letter was sent in response to an inquiry submitted by Rep. Issa requesting the FTC’s views on possible legislation regarding automatic temperature compensation (ATC). This issue has been the subject of media reports, National Conference on Weights and Measures debates, hearings in the House Oversight and Government Reform Committee’s Subcommittee on Domestic Policy (of which Rep. Issa is the Ranking Republican), and legislation introduced in the Senate by Sen. Claire McCaskill (D-MO).

Majoras noted that the variation in volume caused by a temperature fluctuation of 20 degrees was significantly lower than the common tolerance level states use in calibrating gasoline dispensers. “Based on discussions with state weights and measures officials, the staff understands that a variation in temperature of 20 degrees F affects the volume of a typical 20-gallon tank of gasoline by about 6 tablespoons. FTC staff also understands that, in connection with the calibration of gasoline pumps, it is not uncommon for states to include tolerances of plus or minus 6 tablespoons for every 5 gallons of gasoline pumped.”

The letter notes that 6 tablespoons in a 20-gallon tank is the equivalent of 0.1 percent. Based upon the numbers cited by Majoras, such a variation caused by temperature is approximately only one-fourth the tolerance used by most states.

Majoras suggested that Congress gain additional facts and weigh the benefits and costs associated with any potential solution before considering legislation. She references two basic approaches to compensating for temperature variations.

“The first approach," she said, "involves requiring the installation of devices designed to make temperature adjustments automatically where the gasoline is dispensed. FTC staff understands that the cost of retrofitting existing pumps with such devices is considerable, and probably would ultimately fall on consumers in the form of higher gasoline prices.”

Majoras noted that the other approach would be to "change the definition of a “gallon” according to local conditions. This approach, however, presupposes that the competitive dynamic of the marketplace does not already take the “hot fuel” phenomenon into consideration in setting prices. Yet depending on competitive conditions in the particular gasoline retailing market being examined, retail prices might well fluctuate according to even small changes in the volume of gasoline dispensed.”

She continued that compensation measures would increase retailers’ costs and likely result in higher prices, without providing consumers with a corresponding benefit.

Gas Prices May Fall Through End of Year? 
This decline should continue through the rest of 2007, according to a short-term outlook published by the Energy Information Administration. Production did better, according to the Energy Information Administration report. 
New deepwater drilling projects in the Gulf of Mexico as well as the recovery of domestic refineries from unplanned outages in the spring were helping the numbers, but most of the relief would be the normal, seasonal drop in prices, said Bruce Bullock, director of the Maguire Energy Institute at Southern Methodist University. Those costs were still recovering from where speculators drove them last spring, said Fred Rozell, director of retail pricing for the Oil Price Information Service in the report. 
"This year, the hype brought the prices up to some extreme numbers and people were worried about a strong hurricane season," Rozell said in the report. "We haven't seen that materialize yet, refineries are coming back online and we have good supplies, so it's all leading to, sort of, a collapse in prices." 
Higher wholesale prices cause drivers to buy less inside stores that sell gasoline, cut into the profit margins of convenience stores and encourage customers to use credit cards, which cost the stores even more money today. Not a lot of good things happen to retailers when prices are elevated.
Healthcare Premiums Increase for Businesses
Washington – Health insurance premiums paid by workers and their employers rose an average of 6.1 percent this year, outpacing inflation and pay increases and taking a bigger chunk out of families’ budgets, according to a new survey.

Premiums for employer-sponsored health insurance for the average family topped $12,000 with employees picking up about one-fourth of that cost; although the increase in premiums slowed for a fourth straight year, the Associated Press reports.

Insurance costs probably will rise again next year, according to the survey released Tuesday by the Kaiser Family Foundation, a healthcare research organization that annually tracks the cost of health insurance. Many of the more than 3,000 companies surveyed said they planned to make significant changes to their health plans and benefits, and nearly half said they were very or somewhat likely to raise premiums.

This year, premiums reached an average of $12,106 for a family of four, with workers paying, on average, $3,281 of that. Premiums to cover a single person cost $4,479, with employees paying $694. The portions both families and single people pay in premiums has nearly doubled since 2001.

The companies reported that premiums for families increased 6.1 percent, on average. That’s the lowest growth rate since 1999, when premiums rose 5.3 percent and cost an average of $2,196 for individuals and $5,791 for families. Healthcare premiums rose 7.7 percent last year.

This year’s slowdown doesn’t mean much when it outpaces wages, which rose an average of 3.7 percent, and inflation, which went up 2.6 percent, said Drew Altman, the foundation's president and CEO.

Since 2001, the cost of premiums has gone up 78 percent, far outpacing a 19 percent increase in wages and 17 percent jump in inflation.

"It just shows health insurance is becoming increasingly unaffordable for working people and many businesses in our country," he said.

That rising cost, coupled with the fact that it is outpacing inflation and wage growth, is pushing companies and employees to forgo insurance, Altman said. And that's why the number of uninsured Americans continues to rise, he said. The Census Bureau estimates 15.8 percent of Americans were uninsured last year, up from 15.3 percent the year before.

Health insurance companies continue to see higher profits, but premiums keep going up because costs rise each year, said Gary Claxton, vice president of Kaiser. And much of that is because the healthcare system produces more tests, procedures and products that can treat more people, and all of that costs more, he said.

What Happened To The Franchise Gasoline Station Dealer? (Continued)

Which points up another important difference between independent gasoline station, oil companies and hypermarts is independent gasoline stations money stays local and that same night your money will be on its way out of state to corporate headquarters. 
The oil companies spin is to blame everyone and everything on others; (consumer increase in fuel usage, government, wild animals etc.) while they make BILLIONS and BILLIONS of dollars breaking records year after year. 
Death of Common Sense
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Today we mourn the passing of an old friend, by the name of Common Sense. Common Sense lived a long life but died recently in the United States. No one really knows how old he was, since his birth records were long ago lost in bureaucratic red tape. He selflessly devoted his life to service in schools, hospitals, homes, factories helping folks get jobs done without fanfare and foolishness. For decades, petty rules, silly laws, and frivolous lawsuits held no power over Common Sense. He was credited with cultivating such valued lessons as to know when to come in out of the rain, why the early bird gets the worm, and that life isn't always fair.

Common Sense lived by simple, sound financial policies (don't spend more than you earn), reliable parenting strategies (the adults are in charge, not the kids), and its okay to come in second. A veteran of the Industrial Revolution, the Great Depression, and the Technological Revolution, Common Sense survived cultural and educational trends including body piercing, whole language, and "new math." But his health declined when he became infected with the "If-it-only-helps- one-person-it's-worth-it" virus.

In recent decades his waning strength proved no match for the ravages of well intentioned but overbearing regulations. He watched in pain as good people became ruled by self-seeking lawyers. His health rapidly deteriorated when schools endlessly implemented zero tolerance policies.

Reports of a six-year-old boy charged with sexual harassment for kissing a classmate, a teen suspended for taking a swig of mouthwash after lunch, and a teacher fired for reprimanding an unruly student only worsened his condition.  It declined even further when schools had to get parental consent to administer aspirin to a student but could not inform the parent when a female student was pregnant or wanted an abortion.

Finally, Common Sense lost his will to live as the Ten Commandments became contraband, churches became businesses, criminals received better treatment than victims, and federal judges stuck their noses in everything from the Boy Scouts to professional sports.

Finally, when people, too stupid to realize that a steaming cup of coffee was hot, were awarded a huge settlement, Common Sense threw in the towel.

As the end neared, Common Sense drifted in and out of logic but was kept informed of developments regarding questionable regulations such as those for low flow toilets, rocking chairs, and stepladders.

Common Sense was preceded in death by his parents, Truth and Trust; his wife, Discretion; his daughter, Responsibility; and his son, Reason.

He is survived by two stepbrothers: My Rights, and Ima Whiner. Not many attended his funeral because so few realized he was gone.

Extortion Scam Plagues Retailers
Newport, R.I. – Retailers in more than a dozen states have become the target of an extortion scam in which clerks are told they will be harmed unless they agree to give money to a person calling them on the telephone.

What is of most concern is the specifics of the threat: the caller tells a store clerk that he or she is being watching and identifies certain elements of the store or the clerk's behavior. While the case is under investigation, some crime experts are speculating that the extortionists are hacking into stores' computer systems to provide details that make it seem if they were nearby or even inside the store.

Currently, the threats are targeting larger retailers like Wal-Mart and grocery stores.

Last week at a Wal-Mart in Newport, Rhode Islandm, a caller threatened to detonate a bomb inside the store unless his demands were met, reports the Providence Journal. Eventually, an employee wired $10,000 to the caller. 

The FBI is assisting local police in more than a dozen states where such threats have occurred, and believes that they are related.

"At this point, there are enough similarities that it appears to be one person or one group of folks," FBI spokesman Rich Kolko, told the Providence Journal. "Some of the leads have led us to look overseas." 

And ironically the successful extortion attempt at the Newport Wal-Mart may be the lead that law enforcement needs. 

"We now know where the money was transferred to. Once the money was wired, it was cashed right away. The officials on the other end have been working with us…in an attempt to identify someone. They are closing in on the identity of the individual," Newport Police Sgt. James Quinn told the newspaper.
Businesses across the country are urged to "keep your people safe" and to "be a good witness for us," Kolko told the newspaper. He recommended that any victims of the threats immediately take notes of what occurred and that retailers revisit tip sheets on bomb threats.

Stupak pushing for more biofuel stations in Michigan

Washington – A Michigan congressman is pushing legislation that could allow more gas stations to offer biofuels like ethanol and biodiesel.

Menominee Democrat Bart Stupak is one of the sponsors of what is being called the Alternative Fuel Vehicle Infrastructure Act, which would expand a federal tax credit for gas station owners who add new pumps and tanks for fuels including E85.

Right now, the government provides a tax credit worth 30% of the cost of installing the equipment, up to a total of $30,000. Stupak wants that to go up to 50% of the cost, for a total of no more than $50,000. 
Stupak says the legislation could help the distribution of alternative fuels catch up to the development of fuel-flexible vehicles.
